ARBITRATION NOT POSSIBLE,

45 A MATTER OF COURSE the ad-
. ministpaiion will refuse to assent
to the propesition being prepared by
Colombia for the submission of the
Panama matter to The Hague tribunal,
[t is as impossible for the United States
o consent to arbitrate this difficulty
as it would he for a man who has
robbed another of all hi= valuables to
permit arbitration of the question as
to which of the two is the real owner
of the property. From the standpoint
of the administration there §s nothing
to arbitrate. The Panama republic is
& thing accomplished.

An agreement to arbitrate would; in
this instance, be at least a tacit ad-
mission that President Roosevelt has
fdcne Colombia a wrong. Nobody Will

ever persuade ihe president to make
such an admission. He has never yet
admitted that he was wrong on any

question, and it I too late for him to
begin now. On this arbitration proposal
Colombia might just as well save her
ink and her gray matter. - The so-called
republic of Panama has been instituted
by this nation, and its integrity will be
maintained by the United States
against all comers, and especially
against Colombia,

Nor could the Colombian republic ex-
pect the European powers to sympa-
thize with her demand for arbitration.
The powers are not noted for their
eagerness to right wrongs in which
they are not individually concerned.
They may be depended upon always to
take the side of the stronger against
the weaker. Certeinly they will fully
approve a refusal by the United States
to arbitrate. They know the Tnited
States is responsible for the republic
of Panama, and they know that an un-
biased court could hardiy fail te give
judgment agaiust this nation it the
dispute between it and Colombia ever
went to arbitration.

The good will of the United States
is much to be preferred to the good will
of a puny little nation like Colombia.
Nothing is to be gained by an alliance
with Colombia. Everything is to be
gained by a continuance of friendly re-
lations with our own country. An am-
bassador whose name is not given all
but says this in an interview sent out
by the Associated Press, when he de-
clares that

“Panama is a closed chapter in the
history of nations, and The Hague
court is not the place for settled ques-
tions, but for pending problems which
are yeferred to 1t with the approval of
all the parties interested. * *= & «
Nations can hardly be expected to set-
tle questions of sovereignty or national
honor at The Hague.” '

SENATORIAL TELEGRAMS.

[F ALL THE LAWS of the land were

United States senators construe their

rights as to the senate's conumnt
fund law, enforrement would speedily

become extremely difffewic.. As is £eh-  fairs this
| erally known, the contingent fund is

supposed to pe used by the senators in
the furtherance of public husginess.
Many of them seem to dip inte it for
the purpose of evading private obliga-
tions. The report of the secrefary, just
made public, brings to light some cu-
ricus items.

One of them is a charge for a tele-
gram sent by Senator Aldrich to John
D. Rockefeller last spring. Mr. Rock-
eieller is commonly reputed to be the
wealthiest man in the United States,
or, indeed, in the world. M»r, Rockefel-
ler's son married Senator Aldrich's
daughter. It is fair, theréfore, to pre-
sume that Senator Aldrich is aware of
the fact that Mr, Rockefeller is abund-
antly able to pay for any and all teje-
grams that may be seat hum. If this
message had been sent collect instead
of “Paid, government,” Senator Al-
drich would have been in no danger of
having it returned to him with a bill
for transmission.

“Penroze, Washington, te Cassatt,
Philadelphia,” refers to a telegram sent
by Senator Penrose of Pennsylvania to
President Cassatt of the Pennsylvania
raifroad. 1t cost the government. $2.20.
As the government gets a rate of a cent
a word, it will be seeén that this mes-
sage was as long as an ordinary letter.
Most of us will be at a loss to under-
stand what public business required
the sending of a 220-word telegram
from Senator Penrose to President Cas-
satt.

The report shows further that Sen-
ator Foraker of Ohio, at a time when,
according to common report, he was
not on speaking terms with George B.
Cox of Cincinuati, he sent Mr. Cox
fourteen telegrams, for which the gov-
ernment paid. Of course, the govern-
ment profited greatly’ by this tele-
graphic correspondence between Sen-
ator Foraker and Mr. Cox. Ancgther
interesting item is a charge for a tele-
gram “from wmother to Beveridge.”
Great thinz, that cemtingent fund,
when it can be used for such purpotes.
Our own Senator Smoot alse got busy
with it. Before he was seated " he
charged several telegrams sent to con-
stituents here to the contingent fund.

The names of Senators Hanna, Quay
and Platt of New York do not appear
on the list, which indicates that those
justly celebrated politicians wounld
rather pay for their own telegrams, or
use their personal franks, than take the
public into their confidence.

“DELIVER THE GOODS.”

HE THING TO DO is, to use a fe-
miliar expression, to “deliver the
goods,” -This s true of every form
of business, and the newspaper busi-
nesg does not constitute an eéxception
to the rule. A writer in Harper's Week-
ly ealls attention to wvarious schemes
that have heen uSed from time to time
to prometle newspaper sales and to
increase the circulation of periodicals.
Some of them held up for a long time,
but, there is just one that lasts forever.
Says the writer: .
“Buf nothing i¢ so helpful in the long
run as to put into your paper—into
every issue of it, if possible—discourse
that is profitable to read, and that
people are willing to pay for. When
chromo-lithographs were still a nov-
elty and it was the fashion to give
them away as bonuses with varioug ar-
tiv]-;s of merchandise, a wise and hu-
morous observer declared that ‘he that
liveth by the chromo shall perish by
the chromo.” 8o it is. The chromo for
a time may serve a useful turm, but
it will not of iteelf support life, It may
be a -useful staff, but it is a bad
cruteh.”

There is a lot of solid truth {n the
excerpt quoted. Even as the merchant
must sell good goods in order to retain
his customers, regardiess of premiums
in the line of china, crockery and col-
ored pictures, so the newspaper that
wins and maintains the largest circu-
lation must be intrinsieally worth the
money for which it sells. People will
take a newspaper for a brief period be-
cause they desire a premium eor be-
cause it is a Democratic or a Repub-
lican mnewspaper. But they will not
continue to take any newspaper that
does not give them the news, The
sooner newspaper owners generally
learn this fact the better off they will
be.

The Harper's Weekly writer con-
cludes with this incontrovertible asser-
tion: “Commeonly speaking, the course
of all trading in chromos and worthless
wares Is brief and inglorious. And a
curious and very interesting moral
consequence of if is that it corrupts
the vendor's mind and =aps his judg-
ment, so that he comes himself to be-
lieve in the value of what iz worth-
less, and is more likely than an hon-
est man to become the victim of some

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THE WHITE BUFFALO.
Whitewashed Beast That Plainsman
Canfield Killed.

(Kansas City (Mo.), Journal.)

The disappearance of the stuffed
white buffalo from the Kansas State
house, presumably taken by the daugh-
ter of the man who left it there on
exhibition for so many years, will re-
call some gueer experiences to old buf-
fale hunters on the Western Kansas
praivies. - There was a tradition ameong
the hunters that some one had hung
up a reward of $1,000 for the skin of a
white buffalo. There were white buf-
falo—albinos, such as are found at rare
intervals in all the families of the ani-
mal kingdom—but the number of those
which existed in fact and of those
which existed purely in the imagina-
tion was in wonderful disproportion.
Every buffalo hunter could tell stories
of having seen and pursued white buf-
falo. Many a hunter has been sent on
a wild goose chase by false reports of
this character. In 1873, for instance,
old Ben Canfield, who roamed the
plains with his tall, gaunt wife for a
companion, followed a bunch of buffalo
from the northern edge of what is now
Oklaboma to the sand hills of Ne-
braska, thinking to kill a big white
bull. And after three weeks of patient
stalking«Canfield did kill the bull, only
to find that he was covered with a
coat of whitewash which gave him the
appearance of being white in fact.

An explanation of this phenomenon
would not be needed by people famil-
iar with the natural lime beds of
western Kansas. The habit of the buf-
falo is to roll in every pool of water or
hole of mud which he comes to. The
well-known “buffalo wallow” still to
be seen over the great plains, wasg the
preduct of this habit. Canfield’'s buffalo
had simpiv been roiling in a bed of the
pative Jime, which coated his hide,
when 4driéd in the sun, with a kind of
plaster. And no doubt these lime holes
could account for many of the’white
buffalo so often reported by huiters,
