T. R. Griffiths ended his lifs with a
handkerchief at an early hoyr this
morning in the city jail. o -

Griffith is a porirait artist emploved
by the Salt Lake Photo company. He
has lived in the city over eight years.
For gome time he has besp partaking
freely of ligquor, apd yestéday morn-
ing he fled througk the streets, filled
that a gang of men
was trying kill him. He was res-
cued by the police and talked out of
his fears by Sergeant Raoberts.

Later he was rele
m. yesterday he again became violent
in his hallucinations and was locked
up once more.

Griffiths was quiet mdst of the day,
although he called for beer at times.

At 2:20 o'eleck this morning Sergeant
Roberts and the night jailer went into
the jail and found Griffithse dead. A
handkerchief was crammed down his
throat so tightly that it could not be
extraetea. His ULreathing had been
shut off absolutely and he had died “of
| suffocation.

Other prisopers in neighboring cells
szld he had expired about midnight,
but they had besn unable to commu-
nicate with the jail officials before
tell them what was going on.
