When the civil war broke eh
eral Chaffee was 19 He jg fotfrn and
bred in the western rasajfW In Obi
He was an Ohio YankeeWrIt C8l Pa-
triotism and love of his C un y

He reclined that pr 0rvaan of
that country meant fighting and when
he made up his mind to help inthat
fighting he said

I am going into the war and I am
not going there as a Sunday soldier
or because my neighbors and friends
are going but I am going to fight for
the flag I intend to the regular
army

He enlisted a a private In company
F of the Sixth cavalry He chos that
branch of the service bejause he was
fond of horses and thought he

He entered the regiment as a private
in 1861 and left it when advanced to
his majority in 1S8S

Several of General Chaffofes prede-
cessors in the highest position in the
army earn from the ranks but they
were dvanced rapidly during the tour
years of the civil war Chaffee stuck
to the regular service his promotion
came slowly

Became Officer lit 1865
Two years elapsed before rib wove

shoulder straps He did not reach a
first lieutenancy until February 1865
and became a captain in October 1867

In those years he hadfighting tohte
hearts content and fulfilled the pur
pose with which he enlisted That
dogged purpose is not hard to
the grim angular face and heavy set
Jaw of this grizzled veteranwho spent
two decades in the

It is the face of M fighter but net
of a quarrelsome man There is nQt
one line of cruelty Jn his warllkfc vis-
age but there are determination and
unalterable purpose in the molding of
his brow the line of his lip the
set of his jaw-

I am ordered to to the relief of
the United States legation at Peking
I leave with my troops tor that city
at once If the allied troops do not
move I will go alone with my United

This was the declaration made by
General Chaffee at the conference of
