When the confagration was first
discovered the lifebomge containing the
womgn and children gnd many
were launched, but thivpe of thege, ow-
ing to the heavy seas, cawsized, spilling
the pasesngers in the water and causing
the loss of . nine Hhves  Three men,
vaiters on the vessel. were suffocated
before they could reach the oufer air in
safety from their bunks in the “glory
hole” in the aft part of the ship, and
one womarn died later from exposurc.

Story of the Disaster.

According to the stories told by pas-
samgers and crew of the Queen, hich
arrived sin this por: at & o'elock this
afternoon. the vessel was off Tiilamook
and abksut thirty miles from jJand when
the fire was discovered.. There was a
heavy sea on and the ship was pitchi
badly. When smoke wasg discover
coming out of the social ball on
after main deck of the vessel. the crew
was immediately rousted out and the
hose marned. while the stewards went
from cabin to cabin waking up the
passengers.
