found to be in normal condition and it

This afternoon an inquest will be
held under the direction of Coroner
Frank H Clark At that time County
Physician Mayo will make a detailedreport of the result of the autopsy and
the jury will decide upon the cause of
death A number of witnesses will be
examined and it is doubtful if the in-
quest will be completed by tonight

The fracture discovered at the autop-
sy last night wits just below the left
ekr at the occipitoparietal suture
There were several antemortem abra-
sions on the right arm which were
probably receiied during the struggle
in Porters house
