Pacific Matters

ARE GUESSING

THE CLOSE WAS IRREGULAR
AND LOW

Next York March 30 There was prac-
tically no limit to the surmise and con-
jecture which professional Wall street
Indulged itself today over the bidden sig-
nificance of the accumulation of Union
Pacific stock which has been the mys-
tery in the now for many dnys

favorite hypothesis at outset
today was that the accumulation In

interest of the St Paul interests
and It was asserted with the appearance-
of conviction that an official statement
would shortly be forthcoming from the
St Paul authorities that they a l se-
cured 200000 shares of Union Pacific
What gave plausibility to this rumor
was the felt by St Paul
interests at the time of the
purchase over the comparative isolation
in which the St Paul system would be
left The making of surveys looking to
extension to the Pacific and thent 9 WlMVI

Paul stock are matters of public rec
ordIt Is a matter of common notoriety also
that relations between St Paul and
Union Pacific in the interchange of traffic
and of common ownership of stock are
alrefidy But the assumption thatselfprotection necessitates such action

Paul presumes a similar necessity-
on tho part of all the Pacific and

railroad systems for a con
trol of through facilities from a trunk
line ternlnus to the Pacific coast Hence
