Today advances woro in
Atchison Amalgamated Copper and
Brooklyn Rapid Transit The movement
in Atchison has been foreshadowed for
several days during which points have
been published on Atchlaons strong po-

sition of independence in the transcon-
tinental field and the necessity of con-
sulting it in order to maintain any har-
mony of action in that field The recent
great advance in Union Pacific pointed
to a movement in Atchison also in com-
pensation

The buying of Amalgamated Copper was
ostensibly based on the many reports of
the strong position of the copper trade
The evidence of selling of Union
Pacific tend United States Steel preferred
deprived the market of what has been
its most effective and
stocks which have been successively ad-
vanced were sold in the same way The
closing up of a speculative campaign was
thus suggested in a way rather unpleas
ant to the followers of the late ad
vance The preliminary estimates of the
