Dubois’ Great Speech.

Then followed the great speech of the
convention. It was dalivered by Sen-
ator Fred T. Dubois, and a more elo-
quent effort has rarely been heard iun
any convention. Speaking first in an
almost inaudible tone, Senator Dubois’
vbice grew in power until it rang out
like a bugle call to every nook and
corner of the hall. In the beginning
Senator Dubois stood in his place in
the Bingham county delegation, but as
his emotions swayed hitn he walked
acroeg the open space between the first
row of delegates and the stage, and,
with his right hand elinched and up-
lifted, the words poured from his lips
in a scorching stream.
