PASSING OF A PIONEER

Chirk M Stabbta Widely
Known Old Time Eirtinws-

Mr W E Vigu of this city an-

nounce the death of her uncle Charles
M BteWMns in Berlin Jqne 15

The death of Mr Stebbins removes
one e the old pioneers of the west and
a man who well known
to many people In Bait Lake He was
born near Oberlin 0 but in his early
days emigrated to Missouri just at
time when the noodttde of business was
reaching out into the un-
known weat He started in business
with no capital excepting a good col-
lege education which he had obtained
toy own exertion

Realising in advance the great need
and possibilities of the west he eon
celved the idea of building a telegraph
system west of St Louis and went to
workupon the task without mean He
went to Jefferson City and promised the
people there a telegraph system pro-
vided they would subscribe
for the work end take payment In re
torn in telegraphing at a low rate w
the were completed This met
was received with favor and the proc-
ess was repeated at Sedalia Knees
City AtcbisoD St Joseph Omaha and
other points until an extensive tel-
egraph system was completed and op-
erated under the corporate name of the
Missouri Western Telegraph com-
pany with Mr Btebbins as the presi-
dent and connecting with the Western
Union company at St Louis This was
a laborious but successful enterprise
in which Mr Stebbins worked on the
construction gang as faithfully as those

be employed Among the early
employ of the Missouri Western
Telegraph company was Colonel C
Clowry now president of the Western
Union Telegraph company

Mr Stebbins sold out his tel-
egraph Interests to the Western Union
Telegraph company for 75000 and en-
tered the banking freighting and
wholesale grocery business at Atchison
which was then supposed would be the
eastern terminus of the first railroad-
to penetrate the far west He after-
ward extended his business to Denver
under the firm name of Stebbins ft Por-
ter whem he operated successfully formany years his partner being Henry
M Porter now one of the prominent
huMmock men of Denver

In early he furnished nearly
all the Mioplie for the mining camps
of Colorado and frequently sup
pIle overland as far as Salt Lake for
sale on this market

After retiring from business MrStebbing moved to New York where
he lived for many years During thetwenty years he has spent most

is time traveling in foreign coun
tries He wa a linguist of rare ability
speaking the German French Italian
and Spanish languages with the fluen-
cy of a native

Mr Stebbins was a man of great
wealth owning real p tate in Denveralcnr valued at more than 1000000
