MAY CAUSE TROUBLE

Smolensk Had No Business to Fire
the Shell

fleet steamer Smolensk fired shells at
the British steamer Ardova is not con-
sidered likely to endanger the Anglo
Russian agreement indicated in these
dispatches ye erday It Ispointed out
that the Ardova had no right to refuse-
to stop when ordered At the same
time it te recognized that the
captain of the Smolensk had no busi-
ness to fire a shell over the decks of the
Ardova

There is considerable annoyance in
naval circles over the failure of the
ve e h of the volunteer fleet to keep-
in touch with St Petersburg by cable
Several days ago as announced in
these dispatches orders were cabled-
to the St Petersburg and Smolensk in-
structing them to Abstain from the fur-
ther stoppage of vessels These orders
were subsequently rendered more im-
perative and it is not too much to say
that they took the form of a recall of
both steamers There is some anxiety
