Short of Clothing

INSTITUTION NEEDS FUNDS

ELKS MAKE DISCOVERY IN

We get plenty to eat here but we-
H t hare the pretty dresses arid shoeS
and hats and things that little girls
hive who live at borne with their papas
and mammas cause were orphans
and the speaker a bright miss of 14
years g aed down at her bare feet and
clutched at a rent in her dress

It was Sunday afternoon and she was
seated in the midst of half adozen
companions beneath an apple tree in
the grounds adjoining the Orphans
Home and Day Nursery 1919 South
State street Like then she was bare
headed and was without shoes and
stockings Their skirts waists
8 ve evidence of long use being
threadbare In many places But they
were clean showing careful laundry
ing

For all the inmates of this orphanage
there are only two hats according to
the matron in charge Shoes and stock-
ing are almost entirely lacking

There are ten girls and twentyone
boys in this institution their ages
ranging from 2 to 13 yearsand it would
be to find u healthier happier
or better natured lot of youngstersl espite the adversity that has overtak-
en thorn so early in life they are as
cheerful a though surrounded by every
luxury that money can buy Their
health is really remarkable During
the nearly twenty years the institution
Jia bpfn in existence there has been
but two deaths within its waits and
Fir kwess is rare Indeed among the in
mates who have numbered more thanf rOOO The number now enrolled Is fifty
but there are several with families whopropose to adopt them go that hutthirtyone actually remain in the insti-
tution They attend the Fortieth dis-
trict school and they are making as-
F od progress in their studies as the
other pupils

Home in Financial Straits
f The women who manage the homertrently built an annex at a cost of

3900 and they owe J29W of this
amount Providing for the liquidation
of this indebtedness has left them
short of funds with which to clothe
properly the little ones whose care they
Jiave undertaken and in consequence
they are compelled to appeal to thepublic to contribute more freely in the
future than in the past They believe
that if the people of Salt Lake can be
made to realize the urgent need of the
institution enough money will be con

V-
r g tributed to provide all the little inmateswith everything needed The boys are

in as needy a condition as the girls
As previously announced the Benev-

olent and Protective Order of Elks haiarranged to give the inmates of thefour orphan asylums of Salt Lake City
a days outing at the Lagoon on Aug
4 A committee of wonu n composed of
Miss Nora Gleason Mrs J H Moore
and Mrs Albert Hers visited the Orphans Home and Day Nursery a fewdays ago for the purpose of ascertaining what the children would need in
order to enable them to make a good
appearance upon that gala occasion To
their surprise they found that every
Child in the institution would need a
complete outfit Not one child as
found that had anything to wear but
the commonest and cheapest of cloth-
ing shoes hats etc

Childrens Needs Are Many
When this committee reported to the

Klks they agreed to buy the girls white
dresses and the boys white waists But
dresses and waists win not be enough
for the little ones in which to come be-
fore the thousands who will visit theLagoon on Aug 4 They will need
shoes and stockings and hats and un
derwear and other things ant it is
tip to the generoushearted public to

X provide these things Otherwise it will
be necessary to take the children toLagoon bare of feet and limbs and at

Into the midst of these conditions
Luther was born From the ashes of
poverty now and then man comes
who under God is destined to shake the
foundations of political social and re
ligious life in the world Luther came
from a miners cabin His parents were
poor pious and pure When eighteen
years of age he entered the University
of Erfurt His life In the university
was marked by seriousness and great
industry He graduated with masters
degree in latS

Entered the Priesthood
His father wished blip to study law

but a series of circumstances changed
his mind and he entered the priest
hood He was admitted to the convent
in 1565 As a monk he was studious
humble sad by his conduct woo the
confidence and respect of all Among
the looks of the convent he found a
copy of the Bible which was the first
Bible he had ever seen He was great
ly impressed with what he read and
exclaimed Oh God could I have one
of these books I would ask for no other
ekrthly treasure

In 15 3 Frederick of Saxony founded
the University of Wittenberg and ht
1508 he appointed Luther to profes-
sorship

A number of convents becoming in-

volved m a quarrel he was selected to
involved and this visit resulted ulti
mately hi breaking with the church
and his excommunication and the in-
auguration of the Reformation of the
sixteenth century

His life was one of conflict and U
him the Aevil was a real person On e
whoa was Wrttfb and somethhfer
seemed to appear he believed it to s
the devil Bang went the inkstand
and the devil fled but the black spot
it is said remains on the wall to this
dayHe dM not want Ida followers to
bear his name Dont call yourselves
Lutherans call yourselves Christians
lie admonished them With all of his

and goodnese he had great
faults He died m his native city on
Feb 18 IW6-

HCe is the great national hero of the
German people and the Ideal of Ger
man life He was honest bold and of
inflexible courage In grateful ac
knowledgment of the great work which
he accomplished and with a just esti-
mate we trust of his strength and of
his weaknesses we say Servant of
God well done
