of more than 2W Russians killed July
17 were buried or burned Crema-
tion was found to be necessary for
sanitary reasons Many of the dead
were hidden in the woods two days

DROUTH IN MONTANA

Stock in the Northern Portion
of the State Perishing

From Starvation

Butte Mont Aug i Advices re-
ceived from throughout the state the
past week depict a serious state of af-
fairs on the big ranges in eastern and
northern Montana and unless heavy
rain is soon forthcoming considerable
loss of stOCk will ensue The northern
Montana ranges hi many localities re-
semble a desert former watering holes
and springs being dry and parched
Many of the ranges nave land to be
abandoned and the stock driven long
distances for water in order to save the
lives of the animals So bad have the
conditions become that the state hu-
mane onlcen have interfered and com-
pelled stoekmen to drive herds into
localities far removed where some
grass and water still remain though
even then the supply is scanty

Stock shipments have been almost
entirety suspended as a result of the
strike of the packing house emptoyes
and the thousands of head of cattle
roatams the plains which would other-
wise have been shipped east makes the
problem of caring for the animals one
of extreme seriousness

While the eastern Montana ranges
still bear considerable grass those in
the northern section of the state are in
many instances almost devoid of fAd

The Great Northern Railway com-
pany is meeting with difficulty in the
operation ef it trams throughout
northern Montana as a reMIt of the
Inability sum water to
keep its tanks along the road replen-
ished
