rect route in a southwesterly direction
to Bingham

The Taylorsvile ar willing
to grade the road for the
line if their route is accepted If the
road is built tIde way It will be about

mile longer than if the original
route is chosen The route
will take the road through a rich ag-
ricultural country that will
be densely populated and this would
naturally add to the business of

ing definite had yet been done as to
the location of the route Nothing
would be done he said until after
considerable survey work had been

He did hot know Just how the
Taylorsville route would land the line
in the foot hUla near BIngfeam Sur-
veying parties will be put out Monday
and this part of the work wilt be
pushed through rapidly It win take
at least a month Mr Jacobs thinks
to make all the surveys necessary In
the meantime the plans for con-
struction and equipment of the road
will go forward ae rapidly as possible
It is still orated that the line can be
ready for operation by the opening of
the new year

SUICIDE AFTER RUNNING FIGHT

WITH OFFICERS

Helena Mont Aug 1L Isaac Gra
velle on trial for robbing a powder
house near Helena last September of

wrecking Northern Pacific trains
from the Lewis and Clark j

fatally shooting Tony Korizek-
a deputy sheriff Pursued by deputies
and John Raab a butcher who was
armed Graveile took refuge In an al
ley beside the residence of Governor
Joseph K Tools ivhere a pistol duel
tool place After an exchange of
shots Graveile ran Into the basement
of the governors house where he shot
and killed himself He had
wounded by bullets from the guns of
his pursuers

Deputy Sheriff Shot
The escape took place at S oclock-

as Graveile was about to be led from
the jail to the court room In the county
building across the street Deputy
Sheriff Korizek and Jailer Joneswere-
In the office when the former led Gra
voile out of the cell room Suddenly
Graveile pulled a revolver held
Korizek up The latter made a move
toward his gun and Gravelle fired
twice at him both bullets taking

One struck his breast a few
inches heart Jones was not
armed and threw up his hands Gra
velle ordered the Jailer to open the
door of the jail which he did He
then walked deliberately out of the jail
and to the street corner thirty feet
away

Fight
By that time the sheriffs deputies

began to appear and one shot was
fired from the court house Graveile
then ran oner block eastward where he
tried tb mount a horse that happened
to be hitched there He was too hotly
pressed however and continued down
an alley and across a lot to Fifth av-
enue down which he was chased by
Raafa who had joined in the pursuit
Turning down Sixth avenue a moment
later Gravelle had taken refuge in
the alley beside the governors
from where he emptied his revolver at
Raab Raab and Deputy Sheriff Spur
zem fired six shots at him there and
Graveile wounded ran into
ment of the governors house where
he blew out his brains

Gravelle a Bad Man
Gravelle was convicted five months

ago of sending threatening letters to
officials of the Northern Pacific of
whom he demanded SflOOO It was
proved that he had dynamited North-
ern Pacific trains and property in an
effort to blackmail the Ho
was captured after a campaign
that cost the Northern Pacific 504000
He was sentenced to ten years in the
penitentiary Gravelle had been in the
penitentiary twice before He Was a
range rider and cattle hustler and
was regarded as a desperate and Jangerous man
