EXPERT IS SATISFIED

Believes That a Success Can
be Made of Raising Single-
Germ Seed in Utah.

Lehi, Aug. 11.—Professor C. 0. Towa-
send., who has been conducting the singie
germ sugar beet seed experiment station
left t3¢ for Grand Junction.
With his assistan Mr. Rittue, he Has
been pawing the clesest attention to the
sugar bebts since they came into fiower
two months ago. The plants all received
seperate and scientifie attention and the
