An indepen-
dént authority who accompanied the
rear guard from the positions south of
Liao Yang to Mukden says that this
failure is accounted for by the fact
that the Japanese lost 48,000 killed and
wounded in one day's fighting, and
that beside they were too tired to con-
tinue the advance.

The Japanese are reported to be en-
