his cousin at their homein Brooklyn-
He says that he came to this city to
see Joseph H Hoadley president of the
International Air Power company with
whose father he had been associated
years before in California that on the
day to which he refers he cannot re-
member the date ho came from Brook-
lyn looking fox a boiler shop which he

was somewhere on the lower
west side lp the street continued
Hazelton I met a man from the
west who wa attracted by tho Masonic
emblem on my watch chain He spoke-
to me and we walked along together-
At first I thought that he was a bunco
steerer and was suspicious of him be-
cause I thought thathe wanted to get
to me But he showed me that he was-
a Mason in good standing and we went
along up the treet tcseher
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Witnessed tho Shooting

ward me In this a man and a
woman sitting each other
When I first saw them they were about
100 feet away Their four hands were

fled without assuring money aftfl under
a rain of the aroused citi-
zens who were Attracted to the scene

the shooting of Middaugh and the
exchange of the robbers
and the bank officers

Two cowboys who had been seen
about Cody for several1 minutes with-
out masks or disguises of any charao

rode up to the bank andwith six
shooters in each band ordered

within to throw up their hands
Instead of complying with the de
demands of the outlaws the bank of-
ficials grabbed weapons from beneath
the counters and opened a fusilade
upon the intruders who beat a hasty
retreat into the street followed by
Cashier Middaugh who emptied his
gun at them at short range

Cashier Shot Dead
When 3Iiddaugh had ceased firing tho

smaller of the two robbers wheeled
and taking deliberate aim at the bank
official sent a bullet through
daughs breast who fell dead in his
tracks

Citizens aroused by the firing seizedvery weapon in reach and guns were
training upon the flying robbers front
every point The outlaws swept the
streets with their aisshooters digging
their spurs frantically into the sides of
their horses The sheriff Jefferson
Chapman at the head of about twenty
armed cowboys quickly left Cody
making a detour in an effort
off the flight of the two desperadoes-
who apparently were making for the
mountains on the Montana stein V

number of shots were heard shortly
after the posse had cut through a field
and as the officers cannot be far bfhind
the fugitives It Is considered very
probable that the two outlaws will
soon be taken

Will be Lynched if Caught
Excitement is at fever height a

lynching threateded if the fugitives-
are apprehended A reward has been
offered for the bandits dead or alive

The First National bank was organ-
ized four months ago and was sup-
posed to have had considerable money-
on deposit

Advices from Red Lodge Mont to
night say that a proposed raid on some
tyank either in Montana or Wyoming
had been off to Sheriff Potter ofthat place warned number-
of banks of their danger The band is
said to have consisted of members
and was organized four months ago
near Thermopolis Wyo

In anticipation of at raid on the Iltd
Lodge banks shotguns and Winches-
ter rifles had bet placed at convenient
points throughout the city and the
banks converted veritable arse
nalsOne of the posses led by Sheriff Jeff
Champion overtook the outlaws at
dusk twenty miles southwest of Cody

pion bad a horse shot from under him
but was uninjured The bandits ob-
tained fresh horses at a ranch nearly

Middaugh of the bank had a running
light with cowboys and hunters and
escaped into Rattlesnake mountains
where they are tonight being pursued
by heaR a dozen different posses A
battle is imminent The Holeinth
Wall gang are noted as the most des-
perate outlaws in the west and tho
Cody posees are determined to wipe the
band out of existence

Buffalo Bill himself is en route from
Omaha in a special car having with
Men a of titled Englishmen ant
two of his Sioux Indian scouts and
line telegraphed orders for horses to be

his party at the depot Ho
will take the trail in person immedi-
ately oji his arrival

Just before the close of the bank this
afternoon a party of four roughly
dressed in n rode up to the First Na-
tional bank in the heart of the town

tile lima Buffalo Bills fine hotel
Three men dlsjmmnted and entered

the building the fourth stayed outside
and guarded the horses

As soon as the outlaws entered the
bank one of them covered Cashier Mid
daugh who was the only occupant of
the room and demanded the cash from
the vault

Instead of complying Middaugh
grabbed a revolver and made game
fight for life and money String several
shots even before the outlaw leader
could fire at the banker but MiddaugJi
was excited and his bullets went wild
while the single shot sent front the out
laws gun passed through the bankers
brain and he died instantly

The shooting attracted the attention-
of a party of hunters whp reached

from the opposite side of the
building and as these rushed round the
corner cf the hotel they took in
whole situation and opened fire on the
outlaws horses

But outlaws from the building
rushed out and under cover of cacti
others fire mounted their horses and
rode down the street firing in all di-
rections and escaping into the prairies
and from thence to the mountains
seemingly without a scratch
