The crowd, incensed by some remark
"of the ex-diplomat, peited him with
various missiles, and finally set fire to
the bunting with which the truck was
decorated. Flames shot up all around
the speaker and those on the tfuck
with him, and they beat a hasty re-
treat.

Police reserves had to be called out,
and night sticks frequently used at in-
tervale for an hour and a half before
the negroes were persuaded to go to
their homes.
