States during the twelve months of 1003

The report conveys many interesting
facts about the prp uotidn 6C various
states

The total coal production of Utah
last year was 1681409 short tons valued-
at 12026038 The coatl production of
Utah has increnecd without any inter
ruption since 1S96 The increase has
been not only untnterrupteuV but excep-
tionally rapid and having
quadrupled in eight years In 1896 the
Coal production In Utah amounted to
418627tons the output then having
abPULjfloubled In a period of ten years

times that of 1806 the great Increase-
in the last eight years twing duo prin-
cipally to the development of the silver
mining industry and the transportation
Interests for the state Compared with
1S02 the coal production of Utah in
1908 shows an increase of 106S8 short
tons and of 228584 in value Theaverage price ton showed at the
same time an advance from 114 to
L20
Of the total amount ofcoal produced

in Utah In 1903 75000 tons were mined
by the use of undercutting machines
as compared with 74502 tons in 1902
The number of machines in use

was same in both years
Strikes Cut Little Figure

Tile average production per man in
1801 was 772 tons in 1902 It was 862 tons
and in 1903 at was S7S tons The mining
industry or Utah has ben compara

free from labor troubles during
the last two years There were no
strikes reported In 1902 and last year
the entire time lost by strikes was 9800
working days 350 men being idle an
average of twentyeight days oath

The coal output of Wyoming for theyear 1903 amounted to 4635293 short
tons valued at 5731281 Compared
with 1902 there wag an increase of 205
802 tons in quantity and of494942 in
value The production In Wyoming In
1903 like that of most of the coalpro
ducing states was the largest ever ob-
tained

According to the returns to the sur
vey in 1903 Wyoming has the record
for the largest number of tons produced
per man employed during the year for
the first time exceeding Maryland in
this respect This Increase in the pro
ductive capacity per man in Wyoming
was probably due to the larger amount
ot machinemined coal foryear show a total production for
the year of 928 tons per man as com-
pared with 843 tons The aver-
age production per man per day vas
368 tons last year as compared with
34 tons the year previous
