DECLINE CAUSED BY INDUS-

TRIAL REPORT

f
New York Dee 21The strong up-

ward movement of prices of stocks on
dull trading which became striking
yesterday was continued for a brief
period only this morning The mOVE-
tat first seemed to run out simply and
a lethargic condition prevailed Then
prices turned abruptly downward
Sharp declines were scored on a con-
siderably larger volume of business
than at any time during the previous
days advance The coincidence of ac-
celerated downward rnQvement with
the appearance in Wall street of print-
ed abstracts of the report of the corn
missioner oh corporations gave color to
the supposition thal the weakuers was
induced by the contents of the report
Ehe rpeommendatlon in favor of ftd-
eral licenses to permit erporatiofls t
engage in interstate conimerce seemed
to revive all the apprehensions felt in
the financial district on this subject
ever since th publication of the pres-
idents message

When the sujject has receded into
the bakgrotundas amarket factbr or
seemed to i it ha been teeuuse-
of thquotation of the authorit1e
throwing doUbt upon the likelihood of
action by congress iuu line with the tee
omrnendntions This was the attitude
yesterday on the occasion of the tip
pearanee of thCA interstate commerce
report which did not interfere with
the uplift f the market on very mea
get buying Todays reaction na also
due to a feeling of skepticism over the
substantial nature oh yesterdays ad-
Vance The doubt was fostered by
some rather clear evidences today of a
resumptiOn of pool and manipulative
tactics on the part of p ominent lead-
ers of the late advance the heights
from which such costly declines sver
made

The east of that decline has Dot
passed from the memory of the victims
and the current stock market is ufl-
doubtedly still alteotdd by the shock
to confidence induced by the drop
There was a suspicion that the move-
ment might be in the nature of an ad-
monition against the Injudicious at-

tempts to extend speculatIve eornmit-
ments and force the level of plces at-
ad unpropltious time and thatlt was
aided with that view by some oh the
great banking and financial interests
The manner of some of the selling wasP
clearly intended to convey the linpres-
sion of such operations but whether
with the connivance oh the intereitS
supposed to be acting was left to ne
usual suspicious conjectures of thy
trading public The news of the day
was not very significant and was not
much regarded
