Four field guns and three machine
guns were captured and over 300 Rus-
gians were killed.

The «killful manney
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in which the sec-

ond assault was executed prevented
heavy losses and ensured the capture

of the fort, which, though not the larg:
est, is one of the strongest of the east-
ern fortified ridge. The fort is impor-

tant to the Japanese, asg it opens a
way up the gorge between it and the

pierce the prinecipal line of fortifications
for the purpose of gaining a foothold
on the higher hills of the ridge.

The stubborn resistance made by the
Jussians was due to the fact that the
captured fort was the key of the posi-
tion at this peint of their western flank.
