Story that Wife is Daug-

hter of John D Lee

George Sutherland and his frfondS

at the publication in the Washington
Star and other papers of the country of
a story that Mr Sutherland Is a
daughter of Johrr D Lee who was ex-

ecuted In 1877 after being cohvlcted of
complicity in the Mountain Meadow
massacre of 1S57 that Mr Sutherland-
was the favorite seninlaw of John D
LE etc Mr Sutherland vigorously
denounced the story as entirely false
It is I am convinced started by po-

litical enemies of mine for political ef-

fect only he said The story was
told in Utah several years ago but was
never given publication until this time
Mrs Sutherland Is not even distantly
related to John D Lee Her fathers
name was John Perclval Lee and the
story no doubt grew out of the simi-
larity of the names of the two men
but there was no relationship My re-

collection is that John D Lee was a
native of New England Certainly he
was a northern man while all of Mrs
Sutherlands immediate ancestors were
southerners Her father was a mem
ber of the same Virginia family of Lees
to which General Robert E Lee be
longed and she is distantly related to
General Lee Her fathers branch of
the family moved from Virginia to
Tennessee where her father was born
Her mother was a southern woman
and the two families are in no way re
lated The story is annoying because
of its evident malice although It is ab-
surd because of its absolute falsity I
could not well have been the favorite
soninlaw of John D Lee because I
was not married until six years after
his death

Some of Mr Sutherlands friends ad
vised legal but Mr Sutherland
desires to litigation if possible
