salt and pepper to and
put aside until next day From the
solid material which remains pick out
the vegetables and meat being very
careful to discard all bits of bone Put
through the food chopper sean high-
ly add a spoonful or two of the soup
to moisten and set away Mixed with
an equal quantity of coarsely chopped
boiled potato it will give A savory dish
for breakfast or supper Barley call now
be had in two pot or large

the pearl or fine the latter
more quickly and sen is often

preferred but either variety will
even the lIne requires three hours

to cook tender it is best to boil it in
an abundance of slightly salted water
as this does away the evaporation-
of the soup stock water can
when desired be used in malting other
meat stock An hour before dinner
next day the solid cake of fat is re
moved froni the soup it is put in a
saucepan with the desired quantity of
barley and gently heated then sim-
mered for half an hour

In selecting beef for a pot roast try
to have it as chunky as possible
where the family is small and only two
or slr e pounds are ordered the butch-
er often sends a long thin piecq which
cannot be cooked to advantage Any
of the socalled cheaper cutS which
are neither too bony or too can be
utilized in this dish as slow

will give a tender appetizing

When received trim off superlluous
fat and as much bone If any as pos-
sible Wipe with a damp cloth Try
out a little of the fat in a frying pan
if an oldfashioned iron kettle is used
there is no need of two utensils Lay
in the meat and brown it quickly but
thoroughly on each cut side Transfer it
to the larger kettle In which it is to be
cooked Rinse out the frying pan with
a little boiling water and pour tbs over
the meat Now add sufficient hot
liquid to a pint altogether
there Is gravy or or a
little strained tomatt in the pantry it
may be added with profit otherwise
wafer will do To this there may also
be added at discretion a small onion
stuck with a clove a piece of carrot
a bit of green pepper or some herbs
thus this simple dish may be greatly
varied in flavor Cover closely bring
quickly to the boiling point then draw-
back to where the liquid will barely
simmer keeping it at the same temper-
ature until ready to dish Allow forty
five minutes for the first pound and
half an hour for eachadditional pound
Have ready the requisite number of
pared potatoes threequarters of an
hour before dinner put them in the
pot around the meat When barely ten-
