fllowed to run into the tank where the
operation of ostensibly extracting the
zold is gone through, and at low tide
the non-auriferous tailings water is al-
lowed to escape into the ocean again.
It calculated to theat 18,000 gallons
per day, and an extraction of one-half
grain, or about cents per ton, it
claimed, will yield a profit.

The cost of this outfit thus far is said
to have been nearly $15,000. It is the
intention to cover the bottom and sides
of the tank with canvas. After a tank
of water'has been discharged there re-
mains on the floor and sides of the tank
a coating of sediment, which will be
pumped up to a tank and the svanide
process in some form applied and the
gold recovered.

Planters should insist on having
the nursery stock they buy thoroughly
fumigated with hydrocyanic gas, as the
regulations of the rticultural board re-
quire, before t out from the nursery.
