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HEN an accepted adher
ent of church
dies in Russia at once
the nuns and priests go
to the house of the dead
to pray and this is con-
tinued every moment
until the body is taken
away There arc

burned ror three days The open coffin
is carried to the chapel or cathedral on
the shoulders of men who lighten their

drawing scarfs through the
handles of the casket Just
them march four others bearing
iC the cover is small only two men are
required After these come the imme-
diate family walking slowly the
body reaches the church a is
recited by a priest followed by chant-
ing Then a piece of white cloth with
black letters bearing the name and the
Htreet address of the dead is laid in
the coffin and a printed paper and a
holy picture are placed in the hands of
the corpse If the family are rich nu-
merous candles are given out but un
der qy conditions as many are be
stowed upon the assembled company as
the relatives of the deceased are able to
buy The incense holders are swung to
and fro the clergy begin to sing and
at last the announcement is made that
the time hae come to say goodbye to
the dead The friends and anybody
else who desires to do so so to the
coffin and kiss body on the forehead
or hand The priest afterward takes a
plate of sand and empties it in one cor-
ner of the casket signifying earth to
earth the cover is brought forward
and screwed down and the loud sob
bing and crying begins The coffin is
then carried through the streets and as
the mournful procession passes along
the boys sing The casket is

Curious Religious Customs-

It Is a religious custom in Rus
sia for images and shrines to be
taken from the chapels and churches
to the homes of the people where
prayers are offered by the sick before
them Different persons have different
images and especial shrines These
are put wagons and drawn often by
seven horses Just outside of the

of Moscow is a sacred shrine
Ivcrsky Bozjemot which in En-

glish means Iberian mother of God To
this the czar goes religiously and at
once upon his visits to Moscow This
shrine is supposed to be carried around-
to the sick and It is understood to
posssss certain healing properties but
it is rarely removed from its place
and a duplicate is taken about in It
stead The miraculous elements In
herent in it must be imagined to be
transferred or bestowed Independently
for the time or it would be useless to
use a substitute In every railway de
pot there are images and shrines be-

fore which the travelers bow and pray
At the stations nuns come into the
trains with tin boxes and plates beg
ging for the church Everything pos
sible is done to raise funds to
the vast ecclesiastical machinery In
the cathedrals holy bread is sold which
looks like thick round biscuits one

or welded into another At the
stand to sell and

carry on a traffic in
of the entrances to the chapels nuns
are stationed for the purpose of beg
ging inside priests wait with plates
to receive pay for the holy water which-
is found close by to be drank by the
visitors On tables at hotels are cu
rious little tin receptacles surmounted-
by a box of matches and at the base
is a tray for ashes of cigars or cigar-
ettes These affairs are for the de
posit or money which goes to the
Greek church for travelers The larg-
est business done in Russia is for the
church One which is especially lucra-
tive Is that of making candles When
the worshipers are unusually devout
they light a delicate taper and place it
in the holder before the particular
shrine whIch they have chosen When
one leaves a candle before an image-
it shows that he is willing to sacrifice
his money in his worship as well as to
offer prayers The tapers are allowed-
to be burned only half way as a rule

glass surrounded by a wreath of arti-
ficial pink roses and kiss it Then
they pass before a priest gorgeously
dressed in trailing robes who holds a
gilt cross which the people kiss the
father presenting it to their lips By
the side of the priest stands a man in
citizens clothes who bears a plate in
his hands and into this is dropped
unfailingly a coin by the worshippers
as they pass out While the kissing
of the cross Is proceeding the priest
who holds It is seen talking to the ci-
vilian and the other smiles In the
center of the little room is a small
pulpit upon which lies a Bible and cru
cifix If the worshippers come in too
late to kiss the cross held by the
priest they go to the Bible and crucifix
and kiss them The superstition of the
people in St Petersburg is not as great-
as in Moscow for the reason that so
many strangers visit the Russian me
tropolis whom the people observe as
not paying homage as they do that
they are beginning to lose at least their
outward form of devotion Never a
seat of any kind is found in the
churches or cathedrals or other places-
of worship in Russia The people al-
ways stand through the services and
never murmur if they last two hours

Gorgeous Theatrical Ceremonies
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Nothing could surpass the gorgeously
theatrical ceremonies of the Greek
church in the cathedrals on certain oc
casions At one of the elaborate Sun
day morning services which I wit
nessed in St Kazan an oblong railing
had been placed near the center of the
Church at the extreme end of which
was a low platform covered with a
carpet which led on up to the altar
At the time there was a
burst of entrancing music and some
priests appeared The highest in dig
nity was escorted to the platform by
two others and in the midst of
the people who close to the
railing and packed into a mass
beyond he stood simply and
was arrayed by garment
his superb regalia of shimmering gold
An image which was studded with dia
monds and a heavy gold cross were
hung about his neck and a tall cap
woven with gems and pearls was
placed upon his head As each vest-
ment was presented for his donning-
he kissed it reverently As the high
priest was being dressed he pulled up
his long beard continually and winced-
as the cap was crowded down over his
forehead pinching his spectacle rims
which hooked over his ears At last
the robing wasfinished while the ex

candelabra before the shrines Soon
another battalion of priests appeared
thirteen in all and two altar boys
nearly grown every one dressed in
dazzling gold vestments There was
much marching from the platform to
the altar and around in the space
