titude

SETBACKFOR WHOLE LIST

CLOSE EASY AT THE LOW-

EST NOTCH

New York March speculation
in stocks took on rather a waiting atti
tude today and business was largely
confined to testing operations to learn
the temper of the market These failed-
to develop any vigorous upward ten-
dency and the subsequent drop was
due as much to disappointment over
this lack as to any positive pressure
The Northern Securities decision or
supposition regarding it has figured so
long and so often as a speculative fac
tor that the market is somewhat at a
loss with the conclusion reached But
the apathetic tone which is creeping
over the market evidences that the
many combinations and merger stories
none of which have materialized are
losing their force to stimulate demand
The failure of the much talkedof
southern iron combination has had an
admonitory effect and Is regarded as
showing the highly credulous condition-
of mind into which the speculative ac
tors had been led

A natural spirit of misgiving regard
ing other vague stories on the

stocks have been bought is
the result Authoritative denial was
made today of a recently prevailing
rumor of a new issue of sugar stock
with valuable subscription privileges
The strike on the interborough system-
in New York City had no very clear
effect directly through the stocks imme
diately concerned which in fact
showed strength but the effect was bad
on the general speculative temper
There was a direct effect also in the
reduction of the attendance at the
stock exchange caused by the difficulty-
in getting to business and the resultant
dullness of the market was partly due
to this fact

There was no change in current con-
ditions of money or business to alter
the tone of the stock market Money-
on call continued easy An easien tone
of London discounts led to renewed ex
ertion of a reduction In the Bank of
England rate on Thursday But Paris
was a seller of securities apparently-
on account of the dark Russian pros-
pects New York exchange at Chi-
cago declined to a small discount and
the York subtreasury continued-
to take a considerable sum from the
Xew York banks The terms of the
settlement of the grain rate war are
regarded as threatening a permanent
decline in the grain traffic to Atlantic
ports which may have been a factor-
in the heaviness of the trunk lines Re
vived rumors of a lend merger were
responsible for the strength of Nation-
al Lead and the smelting stocks Th
few gains were poorly held and the
market as a whole plainly showed the
waning influence of the unverified ru-
mors which have long served to carry
prices upward The closing was easy
and at about the lowest of the day
