AT THE MORNING SESSION

House Passes Lengthy Senate Bill
Protecting Fish and Game

The house put in the better part o
the forenoon wading through Callisters bill senate bill No 55 revising the
fish game and bird laws of Utah and
then passed the measure with a few
conference committee amendments by
a vote of thirtysix to one Hawley vot
ing in the negative At the afternoon
Session Wilson asked that the bill be
calendared in order that further
amendments might be made The mo
tion failed

The feature of the debate Incident to
the passage of the voluminous measure
was a difference of opinion between the
members as to whether the government
regulated the rising and setting of the
sun for duck hunters or whether thething just happened that way Several
intimated that the sun moved by gov
ernment regulation The term govern
ment standard time went into the bill
however with reference to the daily
duck hunting periods during the open
season The new bill allows a tenday
open season for quail In Salt Lake
county as well as in Weber and Davis
counties Five months are allowed inWayne and Washington-
