I senate bill No 20 which would give
cities the power to condemn water
righUs subject of course to abundant
safeguards should by all re-

considered There Is no valid objection-
to the bill antI it looks very much as
If some of the members had permitted
a prejudice against public Improve-
ments for cities to run away with them

There is nothing sacred about a wa-

ter right It is not a thing before which
practical men are expected to fall down
and worship The law makes it possi
ble to deprive the citizen of his home-
if the home is needed for public pur-

poses and whenever a water right Is
necessary to the public welfare it
should be possible to condemn it

Under our present statutes Itis possi-
ble for a few obstinate individuals to
block the progress of a city toward the
securing of ail adequate water supply
This notwithstanding the fact that the
city would be willing to give to those
men all their rights are worth The
senate bill would do away with all this
At the same time the privileges of no
citizen are placed in jeopardy-

All proceedings must be had in a
court of competent jurisdiction The
city must show first the absolute urgent
necessity for the water it seeks to con-

demn Jf this necessity cannot be
shown and shown to the entire satis
faction of an unbiased judge the

end at once If the urgent
need can be shown a jury of honest
men imaecs on the value of the water
right and awards the compensation

More after the value of the right has
been established the jury must go fur
ther and award to the defendant any
damages he may sustain to his

Thus if a man has a farm and
if he depends upon his water right to
make Me farm productive it is clear
that his farm is Injured by the loss c
the water right The jury gives him

full measure of such damages
It does not seem to us that anything

could be fairer It has been urged in
opposition to the bill that a city could
go here and there and anywhere and
take water away from anybody and
everybody This we submit would not
be possible Need for the water must
be shown first Then the value of the
water would be so great in many cases
that no city could afford to condemn it

One member of the legislature de-

clared that a city might take away
from a mining company water actual-
ly needed in the operation 06 the mine
Could it Let us see A mine that is
worth working must possess intrinsic
value Could any city In this state buy-
a producing mine in order to get the
water right attached to it Certainly
not

The only purpose of the bill is to pre-
vent the hblding up of cities by men
who under present conditions have
dUe nt their mercy We doubt very
much If condemnation proceedings
would be necessary in many instances
They might never be necessary for
with the right to condemn in the hands
of cities the obstinate ones would soon
come to fair prices for their holdings

The house will do no better work in
Its dying hours than the reconsider-
ation and passage of senate bill No 20

CURIOSITIES IN COLOR

Blue Rays Are Hurtful to Animal and
Vegetable Growth
Philadelphia Press j

Put a growing plant under red glass
and it shoots up very tall and
Green glass causes a similar effect but
not quite so strongly marked Blue glass
on the other hand seems to dwarf

growth
A plant grown under blue glass is

smaller than its neighbor under
transparent glass although the condi-
tions arc otherwise similar-

A series of experiments in growing
plants various colored glasses was
conducted by the well known astronomer
Camille Flammarion and the results as
above reported by him to the French
academy

Light and color arc full of odd puzzles
many of which are stilt a good deal of a
mystery Dr Niel Finsen famous for his
electric light invention for the cure of
cancer made exhaustive experiments on
the effects of lights of various colors on
various forms of animal life

One or two of these were very interest
ing For instance he placed a number-
of earth worms in a box covered halt
with red half with blue glass In every
case the worms were found to crowl away
from under the blue glass and take shel
ter under the red where they remained
quite content-

A chameleon lizard was then placed by
the experimenter in a small box so that
half Its body was under blue and the
other half under red glass He noticed
that at once the part under the blue rays
turned black while that part under red
light remained almost white It was evi
dent that the creature was using its pig-
ment cells to protect itself against the
disagreeable the blue light

It is now universally acknowledged that
the blue rays are of all the visible rays
which we receive from the sun the only
ones that can produce injurious effects
upon animal or plant life It is these
blue rays that cause scarring in smallpox

The skin In this disease becomes almost-
as sensitive a a photographic plate If
the patient is kept in the dark no scar
ring results But a red light is equally
harmless as darkness and less unpleasant-
to the patient

Sunstroke as we call it is produced not
by light rays at all but t y the chemicalrays of the sun Sunstroke may thus be
termed a photographic effect and we
can therefore use color to fight it

Treat the body as a photographertreats
his dark plates Envelop It not in black-
as usually done but in orange An orange
colored shirt and a coat and hat lined
with orange fabric have actually been
tried by officers in India who had to
march durine hot weather Men so at
tired were certainly rendered immune to
sunstroke

Certain blind persons can tell the color
of a flower by laying it against their
cheek Actual experiment shows that
blossoms of certain colors are in reality
warmer than those of other tints

A scientist who recently carried out a
dark reds and browns gave the sensation
of greatest warmth while lemon yellow
was the coldest color Pink is warmer
than white but white curiously enough-
is warmer than violet blue or

A rather odd fact about yellow is that-
a yellow light has greater power of pen
etration in foggy weather than a pure
white one It has been proved that the
yellowish light of oil or gas In a light

can be seen further out at
sea than can the pure white of an electric
lamp

In clear weather and by daylight green
is visible at the greatest distance of any

even dark grey are far more visible
