FRAUDS IN OREGON

The value of the timber lands se-
cured by the land conspirators In Ore
gon though great is not to be com-
pared with the hundreds of thousands-
of acres of coal lands which have been
secured in this state by the Utah Fuel
company In Oregon persons were
brIbed to make false affidavits of resi-
dence on homestead claims and the
perjury could be proven In the case
of coal lands the entryman makes
oath that the land is for his own bene-
fit and use and not for the benefit ofany other party There is no law
however that prevents him selling this
land to the coal company after he has
acquired title to it and unless he ad
mits that he was acting as agent of
that corporation or some one other
than himself which is not likely as
he would be convicting himself of false
swearing it is difficult to prove it

There is another feature of the case
however which can be reached When
these filings were made in the land
office on coal lands which were al-
lowed to lapse it was with the evi-
dent intention of keeping dther people
off them until they could be secured
by a selection from the state It is
said that there are cases in which the
same person made affidavits on the
application for coal lands that the
lands contained coal and that he aft-
erward made affidavit concerning the
same tracts that they were not coal
lands when proposing to purchase them
as agricultural or grazing lands
