mine near Baker City Ore returning-
to become superintendent of the Quincy
mine at Park City It was under his
administration that the bonanza strike
was made in the Quincy He left that
property years ago to take charge of
the American Flag in which he be
came associated with Captain
having a large interest He
reel charge of the property apd devel-
oped it from a prospect into a rich and
paying mine He looked on the devel
opment of this property as the culmina-
tion of his lifes work Having accom-
plished this after years of ceaseless
energy he was preparing to spend the
remainder of his days in an easier life
and in the enjoyment of his large for-
tune thus won Death cut him off just
as his hardest work was over
