Rumors of a probability that Grand
Duke Nicholas Nicliolaievitch will as
mum command of the armies lately
current at Mukden have been revived
hero in the past two days and are con-
tinuity in spite of the nomination of
General Llhevitch

Little or nothing is known here of the
happenings in the outside world since
the army Is now cut oft from all com-
munication by way of China but all
are Intensely interested in the rumored
peace discussions

RETREATING IN GOOD ORDER

Russians Making the Best of Their
Way to Harbin-

St Petersburg March 22 155 p m
The retreat of the Russian array from
the latest reports evidently 4s being
conducted in a splendid fashion In
four days actual marching1 after leav-
ing Tie pass the rear guard had fallen
back seventy miles and the heads of

columns are already entering Gun
shu pass forty mItes further north
keeping up with the Japanese column
marching north over the grand trade
route With th9 bridges and railroad
destroyed behind the Russians the
Japanese are unable to press the rear
arid according to information received
from the front it Is believed that the
bulk of Field Marshal Oyamas array is
still at Tile pass the flanking column
being comparatively weak This nevs
may however prove Incorrect For
two days there has been some skir-
mishing accompanied by artillery ex-
changes between the Japanese on the
grand trade route and the Russians
screening showing that
they are in constant contact

With the crossing of the
river at Chantihitu protected many
military men here believe that General
LinevJtch while prepared to withdraw
to Harbin will attempt to hold the line
from Kuanehangtse to Kirtn so as to
control the rich Sungari valley as a
source of supply for the army A Jap
anese advance to KIrin would be equiv-
alent to the isolation Vladivostok

The war office points to the fact that
Llnevitch wUs able to give hs troops a
day of rest as berg the best evidence
that complete order has been restored
and that the storiesJ of deanofallzed
flights are untrue The Russian press
fnnmends General Kuropatkin highly
for the fine spirit displayed in
returning to the army in a subordinate
tapajlty declaring that the defeated
loader is more to be pitied than
blamed

Proust minister of fine arts in the Gam
betta cabinet died today as the rseult of
two shots in the head self inflicted He
had long been a victim of melancholia
wfelch is believed to have been iiKeusi
Lied by differences with Rosita Mauri
the celebrated dancer of the opera
with whom he was closely associated-
She dined in his apartment Monday
evening the tragedy following after
her departure

Antonin Proust who was born in 1S37

entered journalism in his youth trav-
eled extensively and was the author of
a number of works on the fine arts and
travel He was correspondent of the
Temps in the FrancoPrusslan war
After the capitulation of Sedan he be-

came secretary of Gambetta the cause
of whose death has been shrouded in
mystery but who according to one re
port died in a manner somewhat simi-
lar to M Proust In 1867 M Proust was
elected to the chamber of deputies and
devoted his abtentlon almost exclusive-
ly to foreign affairs and the fine arts
In 1S81 he entered the cabinet presid-
ed over by Gambetta as minister of
fine arts and the cabinet
In 1882 after which the ministry of tItle
arts was suppressed In December 1892
M Proust was among the many depu-
ties comprised In the great Panama
canal scandal and was one of the five
prosecuted by the government which
caused M Proust to resign the position
of French commissioner general to the
Chicago Worlds fair

He was tiried before the assize court
on the Panama charge but was ac
quitted Rosita Mauri was at one time
the leidiitg dancer ot thxrParis 6pera
and waaat the head of
In the world When she retired from the
stage in 1898 no dancer was so well
known
