MIXED

Business Is Dull But Future Is
Bright

REALTY HAS

MONEY IS PLENTIFUL AND
FIRM

Busiiiese In general seemed Inclined-
to be slack in Salt Lake during the past
week Many reasons were assigned for
this The bad weather came in for
good share of the blame The fact that
it is the season between winter and
Spring explained the dullness in many
lines of trade The near approach of
the semiannual conference when
large volume of business is expected to
be transacted because of the large
number of visitors in the city explained-
the situation to many

The fact remained that wholesaling
and jobbing experienced a dull week
collections were inclined to be slow and
the demand for money for investment
was unusually light There was never
it time when money was more plentiful-
in the local banks there was never a
time when interest charges were lower
but there is a conservative spirit abroad
that rules out all speculative ventures
at this time and this feeling is mak-
ing itself felt In all lines of business

Another factor that came to the front
during the week was the small amount
of stuff coming in from the farms This
is accounted for in part by the bad
roads and in part by the fact that the
farmers have already marketed all the
produce they have to sell until another
crop is harvested Aside from early
vegetables butter eggs and an isolated
lot of fruit or vegetables the receipts
from the farmers are light

Real Estate and Building Dull
Nothing of importance transpired in

time reel estate Held to mark an im-
provement over the weeks preceding
There is a lull in the realty market that
is noted by every dealer in the city
This same condition extends to build-
ing The outlook for spring in these
lines is not good at the present time It
is expected that many small dwelling
housea will be erected during the com
ing season and a number of fine resi-
dences are contemplated but there are
not many large blocks in sight-

A favorable turn has been taken in
the general outlook as the result of the
increased fall of snow in recent weeks
This gives better promise of good crops
than have been held out since winter
set in ItIs thought that the beet acre
age of the state will be largely in
creased the coming season over the
large acreage of last year Some place
the acreage for next summer as high
as twice that of last year The fall
wheat is looking much better as a

of rtvent snows and rains and all
indications at this time point to a good
crop on the dry farms rhe acreage
of spring whtit on irrigated land prom
ises to be larger than last year Noth-
ing has occurred tip to this time to mar
the prospects for a good fruit crop All
these things are having an influence

general way and merchants are opti-
mistic in spite of the dull trade of the
present
