ering another jury Some of the im-
portant witnesses for the state may be
hard to flnd It has been many months
since Shockley committed his murders
nd it will b surprising if all of the

witnesses are within easy reach

has it been performed In America in
our language Having thus brought
ourselves into an appreciative condi
tion we go to the theatre where Mans-
field holds forth try to look wiser
than we are and really get a satisfactory gratification of our curiosity No
actor on earth has a more intellectual
following than Mansfield none has a
vogue that coins itself into more cash
fashion affects him quite as much as
culture commends him yet the de-
mand for Jekyll and Hyde is so in-

sistent that he repeats it usually once-
a week though he doesnt like it and
would gladly use the Student
instead but his public wont let him
However he is the one and only Amer-
ican player with sufficient authority-
to present The Misanthrope to a sure

and with sufficient popu
it with no risk of losing

money We find it more instructive
than entertaining andwe ought to be
grateful

Moliere was the actor of Al
