THE PRIZE FIGHT

President Joseph F Smith
of his son occupied a box at thefight last night

Such in substance were the state-
ments of the morning papers and it is
the cause of 110 end of discussion among
Gentiles and Mormons especially the

who are joshing their Mormon
their prophet seer and

revelator having become the patron
saint of prize fighting

Many of tIme Mormons are expressing
their deep disgust and surprise at Pres-
ident Smiths indiscretion in thus put

vting into the hands of our enemies
with which can justly

The disgust manifested on the part
of the Mormons is easily conceivable-
but after the mental and spiritual ac-
robatic feats of President Smith during
the past fourteen months there is sur-
prise that any Mormon should be sur-
prised

No doubt the important news of Pres-
ident Smiths having been an interested
spectator of a slugging match will be
flashed to the world and wilt furnish
additional evidence of his moral turpi
tude and incidentally the depravity
of the Mormons Mormon missionaries
may find in it a new obstacle to their
labors but if they will carefully
the testimony of President Smith
fore the senate committee and the sus-
taining of Apostles Cowley and Taylor-
at our late conference they will forget
all about lila love of pugilistic encoun-
ters cock fishts etc

As a lifelong Mormon I desire to
say to my brethren and sisters
in the language of the street it
touch rne

In the heart of every man women
are carefully excluded there is latent
the old brutish love of war There are
times when the best of us forget
the pen ought to be mightier than
sword or fist President is a

natural born scrapper
be forgiven for just once yielding to his
love of seeing blood on the other fel-

lows face
So far as I am personally concerned

r will forgive President Smith for his
attendance at the slugging match lust
night if he will but forgive me for that
which is to follow in this communica-
tion In fact I had it in my heart to
be present enjoy the fun that oft
en to the most saintly of us of

being punched beaten
and uppercut to a finish 1 wanted to
see the swelling muscles the agile
movements the chests the
bruised faces and lack
of brains on the part of those two mis
guided heroes of the prize ring There
fore I am just as guilty as President
Smith in that respect and the good
Lord knows that the confession needs-
no further corroboration

The reason why I didnt go is even
more humiliating than the above con-
fession It indicates that there is a
soft spot in my heart and a larger one
in my head On West Temple street
yesterday afternoon I met a woman

40 years old Her form was slight
with the toil of years Her

face was thin and as sallow as a corpse
Her walk indicated female weakness-
as the cause of her sickly appearance
She was about to pass but hesitated
She had sized me up as an easy mark
With an embarrassed air and jerky
voice she sir can you
give me a I need it
I handed her the price of a prize light
ticket It was inexcusablly thought-
less and in order to punish myself I
surrendered the prize light and paid
10 for admission to the Bonton

With some misgivings I will now put
on my five ounce mitts for a tenround-
go with President Smith

During more than a year President
Joseph F Smith has been within the
limelight of public scrutiny He has
not occupied that position as a private
citizen of the United States nor mere
ly as president of the church
Whether unwittingly or otherwise
Joseph F Smiths pretensions to being-
a prophet seer and revelator haye
been on trial before the bar of the civ
ilised world Along with Joseph F
Smith as chief ruler the Mormon peo-
ple have been on trial Were it possible-
to segregate Joseph F Smiths conduct
from its influence on the Mormon peo-
ple his insincere inconsistent and
shifty testimony in the Smoot investi-
gation and his having become the pat-
ron saint of prize fighting would be
too contemptible for public criticism

Briefly referring to his sworn state
ments in Washington what is the ver

of every unbiased man and woman
and without the Mormon

church And be it remembered that it
is out of his own mouth that he is be
ing judged Nor can anyone plead pal-

liation or mercy for Joseph F Smith
because his humiliating confessions-
were extorted by vigorous applications
of the senatorial pump

verdict is that Joseph F Smith-
is not a prophet seer and revelator
This judgment cannot be negatived by
any baby plea that his or the Lords

was simply an ordinary woefully unin-
spired intellect pitted against the keen
est and most analytical minds in the
Inited States Among his own people
Joseph F Smith is regarded as a self
confessed defter of the laws of God
and man Nor can Mr Smiths Adam
like plea Because my wives are like
everybody elses wife be taken in
extenuation of his transgressions

Another and graver cause for adverse
judgment of Joseph F Smiths claim
to being a prophet and revela-
tor and to the criminal policy of con-
tinuing him as president of the Mor-
mon church is yet to be stated At
the instance of Apostle Smoot
President Smith promised sena-
torial committee that time charges
against the fugitive apostles J W
Taylor and M F Cowley should be in-

vestigated By the failure to keep that
promise by the continued sequestration-
of Taylor and Cowley and by the pre-
cipitate flight of that young and mod
