Rebound in Northern Securities After
the Opening

PRICES WELL MAINTAINED

CLOSING WAS THE STRONGEST-
OF THE DAY

Xew York April 19 The board
of governors of the New York
stock exchange today decided to
close the exchange on Good

April 21 and on Saturday 4
April 22

New York April 19 Speculative sen-
timent on the stock exchange turned
again on technical market conditions
rather than on intrinsic conditions of

and the news bearing on them
was another flutter among spec-

ulative traders in stocks caused by the
renewed slump in Northern Securities
on the surb That stock did not touch
yesterllays prices however and its
downward course was effectually
checked and a substantial recovery ef-

fected with corresponding effect on the
market for stocks within the stock ex-

change The implication drawn from
the movement had to do largely with
the market position of the large specu-
lation committed to the high prices for
the stocks but the for their ad-
vance has been purely within the
realms of rumor and a great deal of
doubt and apprehension of the reliabil-
ity of these rumors is Induced by the
feverish downward plunges in the
stocks

The impenetrable mystery which has
been maintained regarding the great
projects said to be In contemplation in
the railroads lends its influence to sud
den fears as well as buoyant hopes and
to a sudden reversal from extreme con-
fldonce to full rejection of all flying re-
ports This was seen in the tendency

I of the current stock market rumors to
face about from faith in the wholesale
harmony in the competing railroad in
terests to fears of a renewed outbreak
of all the old hostility of the peripd be-

fore the Northern Securities forma-
tion

For instance doubts were urged of
the legal right of Union Pacific to hold

effectively on the late renewal of har-
