Buyers From Outside Secure Valu-
able Business Property.

GREAT MOVE NOW ON FOOT

CAUSES THAT LEAD DEALERS TO
LOOK FOR LIVELY TIMES.

“Revolution™ is the only word that
will describe what has transpired in
the local real estate world within the
past thirty days. For months the mar-
ket had been almost stagnant. Few
sales were made and these were of
samall dimensions. The break came
when investors dropped juietly into
the city from Los Angeles and picked
up several desirable pieces of *vacant

ground on State street before Jlocal |

investors knew what was in the air.

This started the break all along the|

line. From east and west buyers
dropped into the city until dealers and
others who had been either actively
knocking the city or sitting among the
cobwebs in the grumps aw akened to
the fact that the world was moving.
Then came the news that work had
actually started to connect the Rio
Grande Western with the line south
of the lake laid out for the Western
Pacific. Nothing could hold back the
tide after that.

Two Big Deals Closed.

Yesterday two of the largest deals
recorded In years were closed. One
of these was the corner of First South
s l"!‘“! and Broadway, for $75,000, The
oiher was the First Methodist church
property, which has been a barnacie
on the local market for years. This
is considered one o
able pleces of business property on the
market because of its size and desir-
able location. The price paid for this
was $600 a front foot on Third South
Street.

In addition to these deals actually
losed, the city was filled with rumors
of other deals, some of them of like
magnitude. The demand for west side
property was greater than since the

boom of 1880. This was almost wholly
due to the movement in the Western
Pacific enterprise, The purchase of

the five-acre tract in north Salt Lake
