On the 18th of April 1 08 Senator W

A Chirk wired The Herald an an-
nouncement that he had taken over
that portion or the Oregon Short Line
railroad lying south of Salt Lake and
would begin immediately the comple-
tion of the San Pedro Los Angeles
Salt Lake road He added that he
hoped to have the in condition for
active operation within two years

Beginning tomorrow May 1 the
Clark road will run trains between Los
Angeles and Salt Lake 90 that Senator
Clark came within exactly twelve days
of realizing the hope expressed in hismessage to The Herald in 1903 It is
entirely within bounds to say that no
work ot similar importance and magni-
tude hae ever been completed so nearly
within the time limit set by its pro
jector and this too in spite of the factthat the wprk of construction has been
carried forward under circumstances ofpeculiar difficulty

With the possible exception of the
first overland railroad no line has had
to traverse a region so utterly lacking
In supplies either of water food or
material as the new road faced in its
construction across the desert from
Caliente to Dnggett With the excep
tion of the water at Moapa and Las
Vegas there was scarcely a point
where the engineer corps and contrac-
tors could rely upon a base of supply
Food for the men and feed for the

had to be brought in from both
ends of the line at enormous expense
and handled with difficulty into the
construction camps The torrid heat of
the summer made physical exertion
next to impossible under the best con-
ditions possible and yet the work was
expedited continuously and with re
markable results

In the old days it was customary for
financial reasons to construct the
transcontinental roads more with a
view to cheapness of first cost and con-
venience than with an idea of low op
crating and maintenance cost with the
result that mileage and grades were
multiplied running tinp was unneces-
sarily leng and the cost of operating-
was high The Clark road has reversed
all transcontinental precedents that
it has been built from the first on the
most modern lines With the exception-
of one short grade in the California
desert its maximum grade is 6 per
cent or about thirtytwo feet to the
mile and its curves are 1 per cent or
less through the canyon below
altente The layman can scarcely
realise the significance of these easy
grades and light curves but to the rail-
road world they mean everything

they permit the transportation-
of maximum trainloads at a minimum-
of cost they insure the operation of
trams at high speed with small fuel
consumption and they make luxury of
travel The roadbed is wide the rails
heavy gravel ballast is on or being put
on us rapidly as possible where it re-
mains to be laid so that in the final
event there will be no long line in this

country or abroad of finer construc
tion The equipment is likewise of the
highest modern standard and the new
road Begins operation under conditions
whleh have attracted the attention of
railroad en over the country

Another factor to the advantage of
the line is the use of oil as fuel from
Las Vegas into Los Angeles giving
perfect freedom from smoke and cin-
ders and furnishing An ideal fuel with
large economy in cost

Whfta no attempt is made in the in-
itial operations to establish a fast
schedule until the roadbed has settled
and become solid enough tb permit high
speeds the running time between Los
Angeles and Salt Lake 1ms al-
ready been cut down and Ute dis-
tance between the cities reduced
by half By the time the tourist travel
to Calif ornla sets in next fall the run
ning schedule will have been lowered
still mora and the through time from
Chicago will be down to s low a notch
us safety will permit

The value to Salt Lake and its terri-
tory of this new service has already
been discussed extensively in The Her-
ald and the result on the development-
of the intermountain region particu-
larly Utah and Nevada can only be
dimly foreshadowed It has brought
new life to the mining camps south
and west of Salt Lake it is pouring
new capital and energy into every one
of them and lie mission has only be
gun It has opened an avenue whereby
the tremendous wealth of the desert
mines can reach the smelters a way by
which the supplies miners and pros-
pectors need can reach them from con
venient bases and it has Infused into
the one great ares of obscure territory-
in this country a spirit of hope and
coUrage that means unlimited develop-
ment and production for the richest
mineral region on the continent

FITZHUGH LEE
His share in bringing together the

north and the south shouldebtltio Pita
hugh Lee to a place in the grateful
memory of the whole American people

He was one of the first to lay aside
the bitterness By deed as well as by
word he proved his reallegiance tb the
old flag The blue uniform covered in
108 the scars that the gray brought in
1S64 and marked the culmination of
the efforts of years spent in bringing
about an understandingan under
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standing that was complete
Although he served with distinction

in many important civil capacities
General Lee will be remembered chief-
ly as a soldier one of the brilliant cav-
alry lieutenants of his noted uncle
Robert E Lee A grandson of Light
Horse Harry Lee and son of Commo
dore S S Lee it was natural that
FItzhugh Lee should be a soldier He
was graduated from West Point in 185C

and before the close of his twentyfirst
year had received a desperate wound in-
n engagement with Indians in the

west He was an Instructor In the mil-
itary academy when the civil war be
gan but at once resigned and joined
the confederate forces where he dis
played ability and gallantry
as cavalry officer that at the close
of the war he had been advanced from
first lieutenant to major general in
command of all the cavalry of the army
of northern Virginia He was opposed-
to Sheridan when that great fighting
man was making his whirlwind dashes
through the Shenandoah valley in 1864
It was during one of Sheridans raids
that Lee received his most severe
wound after three horses had been shot
under him

When the war closed General Lee ap
plied himself to the work of recon-
struction with an earnestness no less
marked than the vigor with which he
fought for the lost cause His speech
at Bunker Hill in 1S74 has been regard-
ed as one of the great agencies In
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Virginia and one of the men who had
gallantly served the south his utter
ances had a wide Influence and his talk
was all

General Lee had been conspicuous in
public life for many years He was
elected governor of his native state in
1SS5 and in 1893 was appointed United
States consul at Havana where he re-
mained until war was declared against
Spain During the time between the

of the Maine and the for
mal declaration of war General Lee
handled a delicate situation with rare
skill

The final proof that General Lee had
won the full confidence of the United
States government came after war was
declared when he was appointed major
general of volunteers and placed in
command of the Seventh army corps at
Jacksonville His corps saw no active
service but he won recognition by the
splendid manner in which he cared for
the 30000 men placed in his charge His
camp passed through the summer with-
a lower death rate than any other camp
in the country

After the close of the SpanishAmer-
ican war General Lee was transferred-
to the regular army and made military
governor of Cuba where he continued-
to render the country good service un
til his retirement At the time of his
death he was at the heed of the James
town exposition commission

Few men who were conspicuous in
the confederacy had so completely won
the confidence and esteem of the entire
country Personally he lied all the
charm of the cultured southern gentle
man while retaining a democratic
manner that made him at home with
every one he met His death will be a
personal grief to hundreds who knew
him and he will be mourned by all who
are familiar with his great work for a
reunltedcountry
