HOUNDING THE GOVERNMENT

Radical Press Now Fighting the
Peace Proposition-

The radical press which hounds the
government no matter which way it
turns is promptly seeking to take ad
vantage of the new situation created by
the possibility of peace Although for
months it has been preaching peace and
the abandonment of the whole of the
Manchurian adventure at any cost it
has already veered around and pretends
to be horrified at the fact that Russia

contemplate the possibility of sur-
rendering her position on the Pacific
and purchasing at the price of an
indemnity after the sacrifice of millions-
of the peoples money and the thou
sands of peoples lives and declares
that only the people shall d cide
whether the country shall submit to
this humiliation

Will Be Effective
These tactics will produce all the

more effect since so far as the indemni-
ty goes the radical papers undoubted-
ly reflect the views of the masses of
the Russian people as well as those

in official circles The status
of Vladivostok and the question of an
indemnity are sure to be the main ob-

stacles to an agreement once the be-
lligerents are brought together but the
crisis for which the solid elements of
the opposition are waging war against
the government and trying to precipi
tate constitutes the chief danger

Cannot Be Thrust Aside

Solemn words of warning such as
these uttered by the Moscow zemstvo
Ists and the mayors of the principal
Cities who joined with them in the all
Russian aemstvo congress cannot be
lightly thrust aside although the gov-

ernment is getting accustomed to hard
words The organization known as the
League of Professional Leagues yester-
day at Moscow threatened to translate
their words into acts unless the gov-

ernment yielded and resolved not only

Automobile at Rush Street Bridge-

Chicago river Those drowned

Both Mrs Runyon and Mr Hoops
were unconscious for half aa hour after
being taken from the water but are
expected to recover

No Chain or Rope

The accident occurred t the north
end of the bridge where there is an up-

ward slope of 2W feet before the end
of the bridge or the edge of the draw is
reached This slope is so steep that it
has not been necessary to stretch chains
across the roadway as is done at a
number of other bridges for the reason
that it would be almost impossible for-
a vehicld to slide over the edge into the
river

the occupants of the automo-
bile which dashed into the river were
coming south on Rush street close be-

hind another machine the chauffeur of
which seeing that the draw was open
slackened speed and was coming to a
stop about fifty feet from the edge of
the draw when Hoops who was driving-
the rear machine thinking to pass
ahead pulled out to one side and put-
ting on extra power shot toward the

draw at the rate of twenty miles
an hour

Too Late to Stop
When close to the open draw lie

realized his danger and throwing all
his weight on the steering wheel at
tempted to turn the machne to the
left and by running along the edge of
the draw make a quick turn and re-
gain the roadway The machine was
too close to the draw to permit of this
however The machine turned slightly

for a fraction of a second hung on
the brink The tire of the front wheel
ripped off the hub broke and the ma
chine after sliding along the edge for
a few feet dropped into the river
thirty feet below As it slipped along
the edge of the draw the women in the
automobile screamed in fear and all
the occupants rose to their feet but had
no time in which to make another move
before they were thrown into the river
and after them plunged the heavy ma-
chine

Fell Clear of Machine
Hoops and Mrs Runyon fell clear of

the heavy machine and were taken
from the river by a nunvoer of vessel
men who were on the dock just east
of the bridge Both were unconscious
when rescued and it was thirty minutes
before they rallied Mrs Runyon was
taken to the Lexington hotel in a
highly hysterical condition but Hoops
himself recovered within a few
minutes after opening his eyes
Neither Mr or Mrs Kurtzman rose to
the surface and it is thought they were
pinned beneath the machine Up to a
late hour the bodies of the three
drowned persons were not recovered It
is believed the current carried them
further down the stream

Pleaded Guilty
Air Bigetow stated that he wished to

waive examination and plead guilty to
all the counts contained in the indict-
ment

District Attorney Butterfield
the court stating that he did

not believe the law in any case looks
toward the meting out of vengeance
but that the law seeks to have justice
done He stated that the minimum
sentence in this case was five years
and the maximum ten years on each
count It seemed to him that in simple
justice in vindication of the law a
maximum sentence on one count should-
be administered in tItle ease

Sentence Passed
Judge Quarles expressed profound

sorrow at the stern duty with which
he was confronted but a public officer
should not shrink from his plain duty
The case involving the misappropria
tion of funds of a bank was a most
serious one The crime charged was
not only a gross violation but tended-
to destroy confidence The court could
see no palliating circumstances and the
ends of justice must be served by the
meting out of the extreme penalty In
order to provide against any possibil-
ity of an error being established in any
of the ten counts the court said he
would pronounce sentence on each
count The sentence imposed will be
concurrent and not cumulative Judge
Quarles then pronounced that it was
the sentence of the coprt that Bigelow
shall serve ten years at hard labor in
the federal penitentiary at Fort Leaven
yorth Kan sentence to begin at noon
today

Mr Bigelow evidently was prepared-
for the worst as he took the sentence
coolly He was immediately turned
over to the United States marshal
