Fast and Furious Fight
When the station house reserves turned

out the whole neighborhood was in an
uproar and whites and blacks engaged
in a desperate struggle Torrents of

were hurled from roofs and
Within ten minutes not U ss than

a thousand men boys and women black
and white were engaged in a furious
combat The small party of police were
powerless and reinforcements were sum-
moned On their arrival a cordon was
drawn around the Whole district and
strong putrols made repeated charges
down the streets In a vain effort to
restore order They succeeded in mak
ing a few prisoners and were forced to
retreat lighting every inch of the way
and pursued to the station house by a
howling mob

Rained Bullets
The worst of the fighting was in Sixty

second street where from every window
and roof rained missiles while hundreds-
of shots were fired Roundsman Patrick
Walsh was knocked down by Jesse Smith
a negro who leaped upon him and

attempting to shoot nim struck him
repeatedly with the butt of his revolver
Walsh was finally rescued by his

Inspector McLaughlin arrived shortly
