Wu Ting Fang Interviewed on Pro-
posed New Treaty,

ALL CLASSES OF CELESTIALS IN
THE MOVEMENT.

Pekin, Aug. 9.-~Wu Ting Fang, for-
mier Chinese minister at Washington
and now vice president of the Chinese
iw.-arrl of foreign affairs, was inter-
Viewed this afternoon in regard to the
l‘vra'vosed new treaty with the United
States. He said that the expiring cen-
vention was unsatisfactory from the
Chinese standpeoint and h F

ence they de-
sired its revision. The Chinese gov-
ernment agreed to the exclusion of
<oolies from the United States and this
»oint presented mno difficulty, but the
existing regulations pressed hardly on
_o:hgr classes. For instance, merchants,
iravelers, &tc., while nominally admis-
sible to the United States, are forced
%0 undergo an examination which pos-
8ibly is necessary, but which is gen-
erally rendered very objectionable on
2ccount of the manner of the enforce-
ment of its regulations.

Has No Appeal.

Por example, a Chinese of the super-
Aor class arriving at San Francisco
!v'xu detained by the authorities while
jhis credentials were being examined.
l'l his detention frequently involves his
consorting with low class coolies in a
common shed, and while unable to com-
municate with his friends he is sub-
Jected to inconveniences and indigni-
ties to which the meanest American
would refuse to submit. Morever, the
{Chinese is not allowed to retain the
\services of any one to protect his in-
r“’f'iﬂs. and iIf the immigration authori-
‘ties declde adverspely in his case thers
4s no possibility of an appeal. That
{these grievances are well founded is
\demonstrated by the fact of President
VRoosevelt's stringent order that cour-
g“ﬂy be shown the Chinese by the au-
Mthorities under pain of dismissal. The
ajolndent’s action in the case of the
(Xing family practically admits the ex-
dstence of real grievances. There are
YWumberless cases whera even Ameri-
©ans bhave been forced to admit the
‘harsh treatmemt of Chinese.

Get Different Treatment.

Wu Ting Fang admitted that Euro-
rean immigrants were not allowed rep-
resentation or appeal during their ex-
amination but rejected the argument
hecause the Chinese are treated entire-
ly different from HRuropeans in other
respects. He said that China agreed
Yo the exclusion of coolies but urged
as the main points of her contertion
that the better class of Chinese be
treated on an equal footing with other
aliens, given the right to retain coun-
sel, the right to appeal if necessary
#nd the admission of coolies to Hawaii,
which he regards as the most impor-
tant. Hawali, he =aid, requires laborers
badly and since the Chinese have been
extluded the industries of the Philip-
»ines have suffered. Anyhow, the Chi-
nese do not compéte with American
labor, he Philippines have long been
1l natural field for Chinese industry.
The application of the exciusion act to

the Philippines by General Otis was
without the American president's ap-
proval, and it is geuerally admitted it

was uncalled for. Regarding the desir-
ability of Chinese labor in the far east
' Ting Fang Instances the prosperity
Singapore.

Regrets the Boycott.

He greatly regretted the boycott
against America: goode as it may pos-
sibly estrange the good will of the
mericans, which is highly prized. Ap-
parently, however, the Chinese classes
most concerned consider the prospects
rre remote for a solution of the dif-
ficulty and have decided that a boy-

is the means of ventilating
questio Ting Fang pointed
that the boycott, though thoroughly

wnized by most rep-
regsentative Chinese, was thoroughly
pacific and was not directed against
persons and property. He expressed
surprise at the depth of feeling mani-

fested not only by the mercantile
classes, but by students ard even wo-
nen BEvidently this expression of pub-
lic sentiment indicates extraordindry
progress in the direction of growth of
real nationality. He could only conjec-
ture the results if the boycott were

disregarded by the Americans, but con-
sidered the movement most serious. He
trusted that it would soon be rendered
superfluous by a satisfactory settlement
the complaint,

Denies the Rumors.

He said he had been credited with
directing the movement, but indignant-
lv repudiated the suggestion. He re-
marked that it was as unreasonable to
expect China to be able to compel Chi-
nese to purchase American goods as
to expect America to prevent the Chi-
cago strikes., He regretted that so lit-
tle progress had been made in the nego-
tiations for. & new convention. He
pointed out that the acceptance of Chi-
na’s wishes practically does not affect
America as American labor in Hawalii
does not come into competition with
the Chinese, while facilities required fo;
