erals is no longer heard Public dis-
cussion of the assembly and the steps
that are being taken to put it into ef
fect are bringing to light minor defects
and impracticable provisions in the
project and the ministry of the interior-
is busy answering questions and fur-
nishing interpretations on doubtful
points It is apparent that a number-
of modifications either by imperial di
rection or by the douma itself will be
necessary before the assembly becomes-
a practical working body

Remedying Defects
Some of the principal complaints that

the border provinces were not to be
represented in the first assembly have
been removed by the prompt convening-
of the Solsky commission for elaborat
ing a scheme for elections in these dls
trlcts in which the system of local or
ganization that prevails in the fifty
governments of Russia proper and the
machinery of which was appointed by
