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GOLD COMING

FROM ABROAD

Response of Stock Market to the
News Was Immediate

WILL RELIEVE STRINGENCY

BANKING RESERVES WERE BE-

COMING DEPLETED-

New York Sept 12 The response of
stock to the engagement of gold for
Import was testimony to the impor-
tance attached to the question of re
lief from a possible stringency ot
money The advance was decisive and
followed promptly upon the announce
ment of the engagement It was the
common belief that todays engage-
ment of 1200000 was preliminary to
an extended inward movement of gold
It was as a symptom of conditions
which made this possible that the de
velopment was effective rather than
from the amount involved The fear
was gaining ground in stock market
circles that insuperable obstacles
would be opposed to the rellnqulsh
ment of gold held as banking reserves
In the great foreign money centers

The obvious intention of the Rus
sian government to float a large loan
the possibility of additional borrowings-
by Japan and the announcement of a
large number of smaller financial un
derstandings which had evidently been
delayed until the coming peace pointed-
to the possibility that these claims for
credits would have priority over oth
ers The course of our own money
markets for the last few weeks has
made it perfectly evident that without
some additional resources the extra-
ordinary demand for funds would ex-

haust the banking reserves to an ex
tent that would cause great tension in
the money market and possible dis
aster to over extended speculation

It is now determined that the out
ward course of our commodities has
established a sufficient volume of cred
its abroad so that the domestic
kets have a resort for relief in case
urgent necessity The effect upon
speculative sentiment was pronounced
The gold seems to have been secured
upon its arrival from South Africa in
London after rather active competi-
tion and the present supply available-
for Import seems limited The outgo-
of currency from New York in other
directions also continues very large
The subtreasury has absorbed already
since the last bank statement 3511000
Shipments by exporters are still going
to the interior and 500000 was depos
ited at the subtreasury today for tele-

graphic transfer to San Francisco
Time money rates continue to advance
in New York and borrowers on call
are paying off their obligations and
taking out time loans

Discount rates in London rose again
today but at Berlin there was a slight
recession in spite of yestercays ad
vance in the imperial bank rate The
volume of dealings today expanded
somewhat but was attributed very
largely to professional sources Com-
mission houses compained of the life
less outside demand in stocks The
weather bureaus weekly crop report
