forts to awaken any animation in the
speculation however proved abortive

Movements of any extent were confined
to Industrial stocks of little promlnenee
and to a few railroad stocks which have
been the subject of pool operations for a
long time past While the action of the
money market lessened anxiety regarding
any immediate stringency and all of the
news was calculated to uphold confidence
in the solid foundation of values it was
felt that actual ease in money is not to
bo hoped for at once The early reports
of additional gold in Lon
don were regarded as exaggerated but
authoritative admissions justified the
conclusion tlm gold had been secured
there This was enough to prove that
time advance In the Bank of England dis-
count rate was not to make an effective
barrier to the securing of further sold
for New York The price of gold in Lon
don was marked as a further
measure of protection for the supply In
