Rogers Peale were new missionaries
who left this country Aug 16 and had
been In Llenchow only a few days
therefore appears probable that the at-

tack was made by some mob which
gathered for another purpose and

which gave lawless characters n op-

portunity for plunder and bloodshed-

nearly all tho Chinese in tho Unltad
States have come from the province of

Although legions of swindlers have

assumed the guise of princes and no-

bles sometime to their infinite profit
few have had sufficient insolence and
daring to pose as kings and queens
and therefore the elderly female swind-
ler who recently extracted some 10000
for the pockets of Italians in
Boston Mass by assuming the role of
exEmpress Carlotta widow of the Ill
fated Emperor Maximilian of Mexico
occupies a very Tjistingulshed position
in the ranks of enterprising

Few swindles have been more bare
facedly grotesque yet more cleverly
worked than that of bogus Carlotta
and It is safe to say that if she pos-

sessed the saving sense of humor her
own ingenuity must have afforded her
as much merriment hard cash

She arrived among the Boston
accompanied by a male confeder

ate who posed as the late Crown Prince
Rudolph of Austria whom it must be
explained thousands of ignorant people
believed to be still alive the notion
ing that his suicide was merely an im-

aginary affair announced to the public-
in order to explain his disappearance
when after a quarrel the emperor east
Isbn into a fortress prison in the deter-
mination that he should never reign

over the ducal kingdom
The alleged object of their visit to the

United States was the raising of funds
for the purpose of effecting a very
drmatic coup detat at Vienna whereby-
the Emperor Francis Joseph was to be
deposed and the bogus Crown Prince
Rudolph vho it was explained had
escaped from prison without his
fathers knowledge established in his
stead

satisfied were rowed back to shore

IMPOSING DEMONSTRATION

Over 300000 in Funeral Procession-

at Moscow

London Nov 3iTho Daily Mails
Moscow correspondent under date of
Nov 2 describes an Imposing demon-
stration at the funeral of the reformer
Nicholas Baumann who was shot in
the riots three days ago and that of a
woman shot by the police Two

processions joined at tho univer-
sity and it is estlrated that nearly
300000 persons were marching In per-
fect order with red flags and banners
flying A choir of 300 trained singers
chanted a requiem while thousands in
the procession sang the Marseillaise

In the procession were deputations
from all the strikers organizations-
the delegates of which had obtained
the governments consent to the with-
drawal of the police andCossacks from
the route on guaranteeing to preserve
order themselves Accordingly an
armed vigilance committee accompa-
nied the procession with ambulance
wagons The immense size of tho pro
cession caused slow progress and when
darkness had fallen the cemetery still
was four miles distant Hence the cer-
emony promised to last far into the
night The coffins wore borne shoulder
high They were entirely draped with
red cloth and most of those who
marched wore red ribbons The dis-

tance front the city to Dorgozolava
cemetery was ten miles and when this
telegram wag dispatched the corre
spondent says the funeral had not been
concluded Bodies of police and Cos-
sacks were held in readiness not tar
from the line of the route for fear of
possible disorders

The government counts on the sym
pathies of the majority of the popula
tion who desire to see calm restored In
the country To Inaugurate success-
fully the new order of things the gov-
ernment must labor with unswerving
firmness and energy but It necessary
that the population be imbued with the
idea that it Is given to no one to alter
by a single stroke the whole normal
life of the Russian state and to replace
it by a new order of things which de-

mands an enormous amount of legisla-
tion as well as a whole series of admis-
sive measures Until that is accom-
plished the existing laws must remain-
in force but the government will do all
within possibility to see that these laws
are applied by the authorities In the
spirit of the manifesto of Oct 30 The
success of the acts of the government
depends especially on the reestab
Jishment of the equality If the major
iy of the people consider it their duty-
to come to the aid of the government a
general Improvement In the state of
things will follow If not it will not
be on the government that the respon-
sibility for failure will fall
