NO ACTION EXPECTED AT
SESSION

Washington Nov When the

Fiftyeighth congress adjourned It was
understood that the joint statehood
bill admitting two new states to the
Union was to be brought forward
first thing in the coming congress and
in the minds of the loaders the belief
prevailed that the muchdebated leg
islation would bo put through after
brief debate It appear pow that this
programme will be out
and there Is a strong probability thatcongress will admit only ono state
comprising Oklahoma and Indian Ter-
ritory

When the omnibus statehood light
began It was proposed to create three
now states the ono named a state
of Now Mexico and a state of Arizona
But great opposition was raised to
granting separate statehood to New
Mexico and Arizona and after two ses-
sions of fruitless effort it was decided
to combine those great territories
admit them as u single state But that
plan failed partly because of honest
opposition but more especially be-
cause the statehood bill became a buf-
fer and was used to kill other legisla-
tion which the Republican lenders of
the senate opposed

Knew Little About It
In all tho fight whloh has been made

on the statehood questlou the opinion
has prevailed in and
throughout the country that the senate
committee on territories whence orig-
inated most of the trouble did not
know very much about the conditions
and needs of New Mexico and Arizona
True the committee made g flying trip
through tho territories but It went
there with minds made up it learned
little of actual conditions and returned-
to Washington about as well Informed
as before the junket

During the past summer many influ-
ential senators and congressmen have
been to Arizona and to New Mexico
and ft is strange to note that these
meii who were not junketers came
back with the opinion that New Mex-
ico and Arizona should not be joined
and with the further opinion that
neither should be admitted to the
Union at this time These men seek
ing accurate information were aston-
ished to learn that the people of Ari-
zona and the people of Now Mexico
that Is tho better class of people
wore not anxious for statehood were
not clamoring for admission into the
lJnion They found them content to
remain under territorial government
for a Mine until they have developed
sutnciently to justify congress in grant-
ing them separate statehood They
found the conditions in Arizona very
difterontsfrom conditions In New Mex-
ico and like the people of the two
territories they realized the folly of
creating one enormous state of what-
Is now Arizona and New Mexico

Will Remain Territories
It Is impossible to accurately fore-

cast the result when the statehood bill
comes to a vote but It isevident that
the men who visited tips territories will
make a fight on the floorof the house

the floor of tho senalo the
joint statehood bill which was brought
forward last session and which it Is
understood will again be brought for-
ward this winter Because many of
these men have attained prominence in
their respective houses their argu
ments will carry weight and It Is rea
sonable to suppose that if It can be
shQwn that neither Mexico or
Arizona wants statehood at this time
congress will not force statehood upon
them

Separate statehood is out of the ques-
tion under present conditions joint
statehood is obnoxious to the peopleot
both territories Under thQse circum-
stances and In view of the sentiment
prevailing in Arizona and Yew Mexico
the problem can be readily solved by
admitting one state Oklahoma with
Indian Territory annexed leaving the
other territories to develop
