i elt in his message no setakm is ever
lung enough to clear up all business
that is brought forward by the presi-
dent but unless all signs fail the
present session will not only be
crowded with interesting incidents but
its record will be one of exceptional
achievement There is apt to b-

something1 doing in this
winter

Issues Are Important
An unusual thing about the work of

the present Is the fact that the
most Important issues to be met are
not issues onwhich congress is divided
aiongr party lines and white there
promises to be a maximum of tagislHr-
tion there will be a minimum of parti
sun legislation This is something that
seldom occurs in a long session of con
Eis8 particularly when the tturty in
power is overwhelmingly in corttrol of
both senate and house

The actual work of the session will
ibt begin after the holiday r
luss for congress never organise
much before the Christinas adjourn-
ment It was determined at the party
mucuses held today that Uncle Jo
Cannon will be speaker of the new
house of representatives and that
John Sharp Williams will load the mi-

ily defeated But thiS element acting
contrary to the leading citizens of
Southern Arizona the most populous
pert of the territory may have time
effect of forcing through the Bcvoridge
bill after all Then too thoro Is a feel
ing that this statehood question after
so much useless debate ought to be
settled once and for all and time sim-
plest and quickest way out Is to admit
two new states If that idea carries
Now Mexico and Arizona will have to
bo combined and Oklahoma and Indian
Territory will make up the other state
Congress Is about sick ofthe statehood
question and wants to get rid of It

Control of Insurance
There will no doubt be a flood of bills

in the senate and house proposing fed-
eral regulation of insurance companies
The Now York investigations will nat-
urally bring out such bills But there
is no chance that such legislation will
pass this session for it would call forth
extended opposition there is serious
question as to the constitutionality of
such legislation and furthermore
there i much doubt if a majority of
congress wants insurance companies
regulated by the national government
This is one of the questions that will
figure In the debates but will go over
for aetlon at some future session

No Tariff Revision
Tariff revision f not on the slate for

this session Tore will be lots of tariff
talk both anionff Democrats and Re-
publicans there will he numerous bills
proposing all manner of changes in the
DlRgley taw but there wont bo any
action on the tariff either in the houseor senate AH tariff legislation must
originate in the house and before It-

Rets to the house it must be reported
by the committee on ways and means
This committee is nut In favor of tariff
tinkering in any way share or form
and while there may bo some talk on
the subject all the biUs referred to that
roinmJtteft will be carefully pigeon
holed rot one of them will he reported
