intendent Klmball of the United States
lifo saving service ssrvea to call atten-
tion again to a most important but gen
Tally underestimated government de
partment More than 60 per cent of the
people of this country live away from
the oceans and the great fekee There-
fore they have little or no opportunity
to observe the work of the liCe saving
rews and they cannot therefore ap-

preciate the importance of the service
xcept when they see figures such as

are presented In thiS annual report
The efficiency of the service may be

understood from the statement that out
of 1806 persons whose lives were en-

dangered in disasters to documented
esgete all but twentyseven were
saved thanks to the life saving serv-

ice The lives of 016 persons who were
out in sailboats rowboats and other
small craft were placed in jeopardy
and all but ten were Vad While the
saving of life and the saving of prop
erty should hardly be discussed at the
