i when his wOIk In no work and hispay comes from tho misappropriated
funds of an athletic association that his
motived can bo questioned

Secondly the professional coach IB

charged with the use and abuse of the
men who are placed at his disposal for
the advancement of hilt own interests
that ho sacrifices tho good of the indi
vidual to the good of the team that
permanent Injuries or broken health is
the result of forced action on tho part
of the athlete when he Is unfit for vio-
lent exercise and that he forgets the
men under his direction are there not
only to learn to be strong physically
but mentally and morally as well

These are the principal charges that
hive been brought against the profes
sional coaching system Others have
been advanced but they sink Into com

insignificance besjdo the ones
mentioned The press and the pulpit
have reechoed the whole atory from
brutally to moral degeneracy and all
hands unite in laying the evil at the
door of the professional coach The
present system is said to be on trial
and the future hangs in the balance

It is not the system of professional
coaching that is on trial but the Am r
lean system of university athletics
that Is before the bar only a blind
public opinion does not understand
what it is arraigning

If there is one thing that is
of our American life it is the

desire for sitccep There is hell so
terrifying as the hell of failure Suc-
cess must be achieved now as never be
fore To let up for a single instant is
to slip back Is there UtUe wonder
then that the same spirit should

the competatlve athletics of the
universities To win is to be success
ful Standard of scholarship in popu-
lar estimation Is judged by the success
of a football team and how much th
Michigan machine has done to build up
that wonderful university is a matter-
of conjecture So much for the spir-
it that dominant one not only in
business but in education as well To
the perversion of this same spirit cfrn
be traced all that is evil tfrt college

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PLAYERS FREAK

Most professional ball players start
into the business either as pitchers or
catchers This is because it is natural
for two boys baseball enthusiasts to-

I throw the ball back and forth noons
and evenings One becomes an adept-
at throwing the other at catching and
they start out as a battery Later they-

i probably find that they were meant
for basemen or outfielders and drop in
to their regular places

The country towns send the most
batteries and the regular teams are re-

cruited from city ball players mainly
aNigh cities come many
pitchers who have learned tho art of
pitching and catching by working to-

gether in streets and alleys
Developing ball players is largely a

of available playing space
Pennsylvania sends out the largest
number of professionals Massachusetts
next with Illinois third The bottoms-
in Cincinnati the prairies in Chicago
and the commons Massachusetts
towna have sent their graduates into
every field in the land Wherever
there has been found room for playing
good ball players have been developed

The popular idea that any club that
puts up the money to buy players can
get a winning team is one of the great
fallacies of baseball As a matter of
fact money will not buy a really first
class player and the man who finds
one is as lucky as the man who finds a
gold mine

In all my experience I never discov-
ered but two ball players from among
the hundreds and hundreds that I have
watched as a mother watches her
babe One of these was a kinky red
headed Irish lad named Carroll a
pitcher That was early in 1S98 I had
watched him for nearly two years as
a boy pitching with an ai iteur team
and thought I had landed on a wonder
He was all arms and freckles and had
speed that the racehorse men would
call Dazzling

That spring I thought he was ripe
so I framed it up with Tom Loftus
who had the Columbus club to give
the youngster a trial He jQlned the
Lof tua team and pitched the first game-
