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MCALL GIVES UP

$85.000 IN CASH

Alsc a Note fer $150,000—New York Life Gets Back the
$235,000 Not Accounted for by Hamilton—Meney
Stolen for Campaign Purposes.

New York, Jan. 2—John A. MeCall,
president of the New York Life Insur-
ance company, has paid to the com-
pany the $235,000 advanced to Andrew
Hamilton and so far not accounted for
by Mr. Hamiiton, Thomas P. Fowler,
chairman of the company’s investigat-

ing committee, appointed by the board
of trustees, received today a check
from MeCall for $85,000 and a note for
$150,000. Mr. McCall some time ago
promised to make good this sum un-)
iess Hamilton, who was legisiative
agent for the big insurance company,
rendered an accounting. On receipt of
Mr. McCall’s letter accompanying the
check and note, & meeting of the board
of trustees was called for tomorrow.
While no officlal statement on the sub-
it was accepted
as a fact that Mr. McCall’'s resignation
as president will be presented to the
trustees tomorrow.

Presidency Goes Begging.

At a conference of a number of trus-
tees today Alexander E. Orr was re- |
quesied to accept the presidency of the
company. Mr. Orr said he would pre-|
fer that some one else be selected for|
the place permanently, but he offered|
to act as president until some one else
is named. Others mentioned for the
presidency are John Cilaflin, Norman
B. Ream and Hiram R. Steele.

One of the members of the New York |
Life investigating committee said to- |
day that the reason why McCall could |

not pay over the $235,000 in one lump
sum was because Mr. MoCall is a poor
man. It was said he will go out of of-
fice with practically nothing except his
lffe insurance policy of $500,000, and
that in order to pay the $150,000 note he
may have to get assistance from his
wife and some friends.

PROSECUTION COMES NEXT.

New York, Dec. 2—The World this
morning says: “Distriet Attorney Je-
rome will today begin the serious work
of preparing for the prosecution of of-
ficers of life insurance companies who
have abused their trustis.

“It was stated yesterday by a man
in a position to know what is going on
within the various insurance companles
that Mr. Jerome would undoubtedly re-
celve aid from unexpected sources.

“He added that before the month
was out Mr. Jerome would receive
overturcs from at least one ‘squealer’
in each of these companies: The Mutual
Life, the Provident Savings Life, the
Life Association of America and the
Mutual Reserve Fund Life association.
While no promises of immunity are
ever made by the district attorney to
a ‘squealer,’ it is the unwritten law In
Mr. Jerome’s office not to prosecute
those who give evidence wkich enables |
the people to conviet offenders who|
might otherwise escape punishment.”

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STRIKING FOR

IGHT-HOUR DAY

New York, Jan. 2.—Twelve hundred
unifon printers, the employes of forty-
four book and pob printing concerns in
New York City, went on strike today
and began the struggle for the eight-
hour day which had been declared to go
into effect today. Members of the local
typothetae, against whom the strike
was declared, asserted tonight that
hundreds of non-union printers from
various parts of the country are hurry-
ing to New York to take the places of

the strikers and to secure the high
wages pald In this city. Representa-
tives of the Typographical union say
that the eight-hour-day principle has
already been won in New York, and
that the percentage of men compelled
to strike is very small.

According to an official statement is-
sued tonight, there are eighty-eight
firms associated in the.local typothetae.
Of these, twenty-five have consentetd
to the eight-hour day, forty-four firms
have decided to adhere to the nine-
hour day rule and geven firms already
were operating on the open shop prin-
ciple, Twelve members of the typoth-
etae have yet reached no decision.

To provide a steady supply of non-
union men the employing printers have
established an employment bureaun in
this city, which will be run in conneec-
tion with similar offices in other cities.
It is said no discrimination will be
made against union men at these em-
ployment stations.

George H. Ellis of Boston, president
of the United Typothetas of America,
came to New York today. In an inter-
view Mr. Eillis said:

‘“The officers of the typothetae are
much pleased with the present situation
of the strike in all parts of the country.
We expected a great deal of trouble,
but thus far we have very little.”
