GETS A NEW HEARING

Peoria Gas Company Prevents En-
forcing of Ordinance by Su-
preme Court Decision.

Washington, Jan. 2.—The supreme
court today, in an opinion by Justice
Brewer, decided the case of the Peoria
Gas & Electric company versus the
city of Peoria, Ills, in favor of the
company, reversing the findings of the
United States circuit court for the
northern district of Illinois. The case
involved the constitutionality of a city
ordinance fixing the price of gas in
Peoria and the action was instituted
to enjoin the enforcement of the ordi-
nance.

The company complained that the
price fixed was unreasonably low and
therefore in contravention- to the
fourteenth amendment to the constitu-
tion, which prohibits the taking of
property without due process of law.
The city charged, on the other hand,
that the company had been guilty of
combining with another gas company

to fix gas rates, and had thus violated |

the anti-trust law. The circuit court
held the ordinance to be valid and rea-
‘sonable. In reversing the finding the
supreme court dealt exclusively with
the contention of combination, holding
that the circuit court had not given due
credence to the testimony taken before
a master and in reversing the case di-
rected that further examination be
made into the agreement between the
two companies. Justice Brewer said
the testimony did not show that there
had been such an agreement.
