Slide Up the South Fork of
Snake River

Rigby Ida Jan have

reached Rigby from up the south fork
of Snake river to the effect that one of
the men Charles B Counts by name
connected with one of the Oregon Short
Line surveying gangs was caught in
a snowslide and killed He was gqlng
up the canyon with a load of supplies
and when he reached the point where
the slide occurred his horses stopped
and refused to go any further After
trying to urge them on Mr founts got
out of his sleigh and went see
what was the matter when the slide
broke loose and came rushing down
the mountainside engulfing Mr Counts
and his team and carried them about
300 feet further down the mountain
The unfortunate man was under about
eight feet of snow and was dead when
discovered His brother was near by
working in the same corps of survey
ors and helped to rescue the dead man
He was a resident of Jacksons Hole
where he had lived for about nine
years and was 49 years of age He
was unmarried and on account of the
deep snow and difficult traveling his
brother decided to bury him near the
scene of the accident vhich was done
The balance of the men engaged in sur
veying decided to move camp and
wQrk in a section of the canyon where
they would not te exposed to such
danger
